Mr. Smith called the meeting to order at approximately 7:06 pm.
Mr. Davies was seated for the vacant seat.
Mr. Smith read the case:
Case # P08-05-SUB & LLA: (Continued from Dec. 17, 2008)
Lot Line Adjustment Application - design review, acceptance and final approval from Sandra Weston & Judith Doughty for a lot line adjustment between Lots 45 and 46 on Nottingham Tax Map 17. The subject property is owned by applicants is located on 343 & 347 Stage Road.

Subdivision Application – design review, acceptance, compliance review, and final approval from Sandra Weston for a 2-lot subdivision.  The property in question is owned by Sandra Weston and is located at 343 Stage Road and is identified as Tax Map 17 Lot 45 

Mr. Landry introduced himself as the surveyor and representative for this case. He passed out an updated copy of the plans. He noted that at the last meeting the Board had requested that the monuments be set per the Subdivision Regulations and he had done so as marked on the plans. 

Mr. Gylfphe noted the only outstanding issue was input from the Fire Chief that was discussed at the last meeting. Mr. Smith noted that he had not dropped off a copy of the plans for the Fire Chief’s review.

Mr. Landry noted that the issue on fire protection is noted in their impact statement. He noted that they are less than 2 miles from the fire station and they will meet all the building codes such as smoke alarms, etc. He explained they would do all that anyone, with a lot of record, in town would have to do. He noted they are only creating one new lot and there is an existing home on the other lot. 

The Board discussed how to handle this situation. Discussion was on what was done on a 6 lot subdivision that almost abuts this lot, per the fire chief. 

MOTION by Mr. Smith to recommend that a note be added to the plan that requires a sprinkler system on the newly created lot.
SECOND by Ms. Mooney

Mr. Davies asked questions about the procedure. Mr. Smith noted that a note on the plan makes it a requirement of the subdivision, that then the Building Inspector follows. Mr. Smith also noted that he had based his motion on what the fire chief had done on a neighboring subdivision.

VOTE 3-Aye. 1- Opposed 1- Abstained MOTION PASSED 
Mr. Davies abstained, Mr. Canney Opposed. Mr. Landry submitted a waiver for this requirement. (Section VI B.3 fire protection) Mrs. Sears read the waiver request; including data for the extreme cost to add a sprinkler system and insurance savings. Mr. Smith read the section of the Subdivision Regulation listed above.
MOTION by Mr. Canney to accept the waiver request from the Section VI.B3 fire protection for this applicant.
SECOND by Mr. Gylfphe

VOTE 3-Aye. 1- Opposed 1- Abstained MOTION PASSED Mr. Smith opposed the vote, Mr. Davies abstained

MOTION by Mr. Gylfphe to accept the lot line adjustment and subdivision for this case for Sandra Weston, case # P08-05 SUB & LLA.
SECOND by Ms. Mooney

VOTE 5-Aye. 0- Opposed 0- Abstained MOTION PASSED 
The Board signed the copies of the Mylar and 5 copies of the plans.
Mr. Smith read the next case:
Case # P08-06- LLA: Lot Line Adjustment Application - design review, acceptance and final approval from David & Madeline Witham for a lot line adjustment between Lots 21 and 21-1 on Nottingham Tax Map 43. The subject property is owned by applicants is located on 166 Old Stage Road.
Mr. Jason Pohopek introduced himself as one of the surveyors and representative for this case. He gave a brief overview. He explained the changes on the plan noting both lots currently have homes on them and are serviced by their own lot wells and septic. 1.08 acres is the amount of the difference changing between the lots. It was noted that the change was being done so that a new barn could be added on the increased lot and still meet all the required setbacks. He noted that the new bounds have not been set.

MOTION by Mr. Canney to accept this application for the lot line adjustment.
SECOND by Ms. Mooney

Mr. Gylfphe noted more lines for signatures will be needed on the plan. It was noted that the bounds will need to be set also.

VOTE 5-Aye. 0- Opposed 0- Abstained MOTION PASSED 
Mr. Smith called for public input or any abutters. There was none. They discussed the types of bounds required. Mr. Pohopek agreed.
MOTION by Mr. Smith to recess this application until January 21, 2009.
SECOND by Mr. Canney
VOTE 5-Aye. 0- Opposed 0- Abstained MOTION PASSED 
2009 Proposed Zoning Ordinances-Public Hearing
Mrs. Sears noted that the board has reviewed this and had completed them back in November. She also noted that the Board did not want her to send these to the lawyer prior to this meeting, so they still need to be reviewed by him.
Mr. Smith began to read each proposed change. Mr. Landry asked for clarification as to the change from “buildable area” to “lot envelope”. Mr. Smith noted the purpose was to clarify what buildable area meant. Mr. Landry noted that he believes that these are confusing and conflict with some zoning and subdivision regulations. The Board noted that they are working to make all regulations more clear and to match existing regulations.

There was a lengthy discussion on the history of what has been allowed in buildable area and what has not, and also what is or isn’t allowed in the setbacks. After many calculations and examples on the chalkboard, the board agreed to change from forty thousand (40,000’) square foot down to thirty thousand (30,000’) square foot for the minimum contiguous square foot upland of buildable soil area.
They also agreed to delete asking for the change of definition of Common Conservation Land. They noted this was suggested when the Conservation Overlay District was under consideration for this year. They noted it was not under consideration for this year so they deleted this request.

The next discussion was on should they allow the replacement of a septic system that may not meet the new proposed changes. They agreed and added wording to include that under the definition of Structure. The Board did not want to make replacing and existing/failed septic system any more difficult for residents. They also noted that a driveway was not considered a structure.

Under Section A Dwelling Unit Requirements and Setbacks, they noted they needed to match the 30,000’ contiguous area to match the previous decision. Mr. Landry also noted that they no longer need the wording or the (HISS) High Intensity Soil Survey. The Board discussed and agreed.
They again discussed and changed the 45,000’ to the 30,000’ square feet of contiguous upland in the multifamily development section. The Board continued its review but made no further changes.
Mrs. Sears will get these to the town attorney for review and she noted that this was cutting it close, as far as deadlines for the ad for the second public hearing goes.
