ITEM 2: Conditional Use Application: Determination of Completeness: Proposal to 

establish recreational vehicle sales within Wild Acres Campground.  Located at 179 Saco 

Avenue, MBL 208-3-2 in the CO/GB1/R2 districts.  Applicant is Tim Marzilli. 
 

Mr. Winch scheduled a site walk on April 2
nd

 @ 5:15pm, and scheduled a public 

hearing on April 9
th

.  

Mr. Winch explained to the Applicant that the campground currently has the maximum 

amount of signage area.  This means there will be no additional signage for this trailer 

sales business allowed on the street.  

Tim Marzilli (Applicant) stated that they will not be putting any additional signage on 

the street.  There is no plan to do this.  If there is a sign, it will be on the sales office 

visible only within the campground. 

Mr. Mac Auley motioned to accept this application as complete.

ITEM 3: Amendment to a previously approved subdivision: Final Review: Proposal 

to amend Regis Acres Subdivision (approved 11/8/2007). Located at Ross Rd. and 

Portland Ave, MBL 103-6-6 in the RD district. Applicant is Ronald Regis. 

 

Mr. Regis stated that he would like to table this application because he does not know 

when or if the abutter who will be purchasing this 4
th
 lot.  He does not want subdivision 

approval if he cannot sell off this 4
th
 lot.  

Ms. Higgins suggested that the Board make a motion to conditionally approve the item.  

If the Applicant decides not to go through with the subdivision, then he always has a 90 

day window to have the plans recorded.  The approval becomes null and void within 90 

days if it is not recorded at the Registry of Deeds 

Mr. Winch pointed out that there is still the outstanding issue of submitting the site plan 

on Datum for the Town’s GIS mapping program. 

Mr. Regis stated that he should not be required to have the plans put on Datum, since 

this is not required by Ordinance. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Mr. Winch stated that the Application is required to meet Sec. 74-2 (8) “the proposed 

subdivision will not place an unreasonable burden upon local, municipal or governmental 

services”.  If you do not pay to have this subdivision put on Datum, the tax payers will 

have to pay for it.  This is why we are requiring you to submit plans for our digital 

mapping. 

Ms. Higgins made a motion to approve the amendment of Regis Acres Subdivision from 

a three-lot subdivision to a four-lot subdivision at MBL 103-6-6 in the RD district, with 

the condition that the final plans be submitted to the Town’s GIS mapping consultant on 

Horizontal Datum within 90 days of Conditional Approval.   

Mr. Mac Auley seconded the motion.

This project is still in the process of establishing a 

contract zone.  It is best if we will hold off on this vote until the Application has moved 

far enough along in Saco.
