Application to construct a 5000 square foot building


Ingham Hill Road (Map 35, Lots 11&12)


The Inland Wetlands Enforcement Officer stated that she still has not received plans regarding the dry hydrant for the other existing building from Mr. Bessoni’s engineer. Mr. Bessoni stated that his engineers said the plans have gone to the Fire Marshal for review.

The Commission discussed their concerns with Mr. Bessoni. Bob McIntyre stated that when he viewed Mr. Bessoni’s property there were dump trucks and other equipment on the buffer zone. Paul Smith stated that he viewed a stockpile of dirt, debris and materials on the buffer zone as well. Chris Costa, Inland Wetlands Enforcement Officer, stated that she did not lift the violation because upon viewing the property, the debris was not removed as previously discussed.

The Commission agreed that no permits shall be issued until all violations are cleared.

MOTION to accept application #02-006 with the following stipulations: 1) a 4ft chain link fence must be installed from the reserve septic system to the SE corner of the building and again from the NE corner of the building to the end of the property 2) the chain link fence must be installed without blocking the dry hydrant 3) all violations including equipment, vehicles and debris must be removed from the 25’ buffer zone 4) the Fire Marshal must receive modifications from the engineer for building #1 before any work begins/continues on building #2 5) at no time shall permittee stage, store, stockpile any equipment, debris or materials within 125’ setback or limit the find as the 4’ chain link fence except for the dirt pile which must be removed within 30 days.
