A. 02-011

James J. Johnson

            Application to construct 7,200 s.f. industrial building – 1 Lot (3.83 Acres)

Mill Rock Road (Map 40, Lot 9)

Bob Doane present to represent James Johnston.

Mr. Doane discussed with the commission and public the plans for building the 6,500 sf building. 

The Commission expressed their concerns to the fact that the building is within the 100’ setback (75’ from the wetlands). Mr. Doane stated that he couldn’t move the building out of the setback because there needs to be accessibility for the trucks to turn around and there needs to be a buffer per the request of the Zoning Commission. Mr. Doane stated that he has made the space as tight as possible.

The Commission asked Mr. Johnston and Mr. Doane about the activity that would take place within the building. Mr. Johnston stated that the units would be used to repair boats, no floor drains would be installed in the building and any chemicals used would be self contained and any excess would be shipped off to a proper disposal facility.

Chairman, Frank Jones, opened the discussion to the public and asked if there were any questions. There was no response from the public.
