Mr. White discussed infiltration area adjacent to parking area and walking paths.  Plan is designed to handle a 2-inch rainstorm with adequate infiltration.  Any water over 2 inches will flow over infiltration area to buffer zone before reaching wetlands.

Mike Ott raised a question of developing a bio-constructed wetlands in the area currently proposed as infiltration.  The area of pavement for the traveling lane of the development could also be reduced allowing more infiltration space between the development and wetlands.  Constructed wetlands provide treatment for runoff and add habitat.  

Commission agreed that this is a good area to pursue the addition of wetlands to accommodate the amount of infiltration from the proposed development.

Commission informed that bonding may be needed due to close proximity of work to wetlands.
