Matt White present to represent Blue Point, Inc.

Mr. White reports to the commission that building #3 has been moved outside of the regulated area. The Commission reviews the plans with Mr. White. Bob McIntytre states he is concerned of the activity that may take place between the buildings. Mr. White states that due to the fact that there is only approximately 50’ between the buildings and that the area is fairly maxed out he does not feel that much activity will take place. The Commission asked Mr. Bessoni of Blue Point, Inc. when construction will take place. Mr. Bessoni stated that it all depended on the weather but that construction will probably not take place until spring and after building #2 is completed. 

The Commission also discussed that  the area that is disturbed outside the 50’ setback will need a conservation mix.

MOTION to approve #02-017 for construction of building #3 in accord with the revisions dated 10/14/02 with the following stipulations; 1)no access shall be permitted beyond the rear of the building 2)no doorways will be placed on the eastern side of building #3 toward the wetlands 3)sediment erosion control measures must be updated in case there is a disturbance during the winter months of December through March 31, 2003 4)no storage or parking will be permitted between building #3 and the fence line and 4)no construction materials and/or equipment are to be stored during construction.

Violation of Permit#02-009 to dredge and maintain pond.


Otter Cove Drive, Hill Road & Watrous Point Road


(Pond Surrounded by Map 63, Lots 44,45, 46 & 47 and Map 64, Lots 4, 6 & 7)


Pat Wiley, Vice President of Otter Cove Association, present to represent.


Mr. Wiley discussed the events of dredging the pond with the Commission. Mr. Wiley stated that upon dredging they found a shear face in the pond which posed a dangerous situation. Mr. Wiley stated that the pond was resloped as muck was being taken out, that B & L put new fill in during the resloping process and that the road was going to be temporary- just enough to fix the dangerous situation. Mr. Wiley also stated that only 1-2 feet of the pond was dredged per the permit. Paul Smith reminded Mr. Wiley that nothing was supposed to be added to the pond.


Resident of Otter Cove, Earl Endrich, present and discusses the history of the pond with the Commission. Mr. Endrich stated that he hasn’t seen the pond drained since he was a young boy and that he thinks the depth of the pond used to be approximately 5’.


Resident of Otter Cove, Davis Shriber, feels that the depth of the pond is a benefit to the community in case there is a fire.


Resident Joe Metzendorf stated that he felt the removal far exceeded what was brought in. Mr. Metzendorf also stated that all that was removed from the pond was 5-6’ of muck.


Town Attorney Mike Cronin present and states that it is clear there is a violation due to the fact that the activity far exceeded the permit. Attorney Cronin recommended to the Commission that they  advise the applicant to revise the application and state all the activity that took place so that there is a record of it.


Mr. Wiley stated that he had no objections to any Commission members being on his property to observe the pond.

Matt White present to discuss preliminary plans for the property. 


Mr. White showed the Commission a smaller building with a 25% smaller parking lot.
