III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. 02-022

Sentinel Subdivision

29 Mill Rock Road West (Map 52 Lot 2)

Accepted: 12/19/02, PH Open: 1/16/03, PH Close by 3/1/03, Decision by: 4/5/03

Frank Jones states that the public hearing will be closed after 1 hour. If the public hearing is not finished by the end of the hour, a 45 day extension will be needed and a hand written letter requesting the extension will be accepted by the Commission. Representative of Sentinel Subdivision, Tom Stevens, accepts these terms.

Tom Stevens present to represent Sentinel Hill. Mr. Stevens reviews the plans with the Commission. Mr. Stevens states that the applicant is proposing a ten lot subdivision on the north side of Mill Rock Road West. The proposed road (24’ wide, paved with curbs and a 10% grade) to the subdivision is within the 100’ regulated setback. The Commission asks Mr. Stevens about the proposed drainage. Mr. Stevens states that the road will drain to the south into a catch basin. The Commission requests that testimony regarding the drainage report be presented at the next meeting.

Chairman, Frank Jones, opens the hearing to the public.

At the request of the Chairman, Judy Preston reads a letter from Norman P. and Sandra A. Swanson, 43 Mill Rock Road West into the meeting. The Swansons state their concerns regarding possible impacts to an existing watercourse from the new subdivision.

Robert LaPlace of 15 Connolly Drive states his concern regarding the thru traffic that the subdivision will bring. Mr. Branse reminds Mr. LaPlace that this hearing is to discuss Inland Wetlands issues and that his issue regarding thru traffic would be better addressed with the Planning Commission.

Gary and Betty Messenger of 26 Mill Rock Road West state that they are concerned about the safety of their well and septic system. The Messengers state that heavy equipment has been brought across their yard with no prior notice to them. They state that only after the equipment went through their yard did someone show up to do testing on their well and septic system.

David Chase of 24 Mill Rock Road West states that he is concerned about diversion of water impacts on the existing brook that runs across the street and through his property. He also states he does not agree with the measurements.

There were no other comments from the public.

Paul Smith asks Mr. Stevens why there is a 25’ construction easement proposed on the west side of the site access road.. Mr. Stevens states that it is to accommodate the proposed grading and to ensure the support of the roadway. Mr. Smith states to Mr. Stevens that this leaves only 10’ to the wetlands. Mr. Stevens assures the Commission that there will be no more clearing; and, silt fence will be placed at 30’ from the wetland boundary. Mr. Smith remarks that the Messengers’ well is noted on the plans but not the leach field. Mr. Smith requests that the wastewater disposal system and the reserve area be shown on the plans.

Judy Preston discusses her concerns regarding the speed of the water flow on the curbed road. Ms. Preston asks if there is any alternative to this entrance. Bob Finch, owner of Sentinel Hill property, present and states that the only alternative would cause and extra 3000’ of roadway and would require developing the whole property. Mr. Branse states that statutes mandate that alternatives be placed on the public record. Mr. Finch states that if he has to use the alternative entrance then he will return to the Commission with an application for 40 acres of development.

Kevin Zawoy requests that the wetlands and limits of grading be clearly marked on the plans at the next meeting.

Commission members all agree that in order to make informed decisions there will need to be a site walk.

Frank Jones states that this public hearing is to be continued.
