Mr. Sohl, Ms. Preston and Mr. Pollock discussed whether or not the Town could absorb some of the costs. Ms. Preston stated that she felt the Town would be benefiting greatly from the proposed changes.

Mr. Jones stated that he would like to receive the referral fees first and submit them to the applicant before making any decisions regarding the Town absorbing part of the costs.

A. Rock Hill Subdivision- Agent: Cal Caldarella

Endrich property, Bokum Road (Map 57, Lots 18-1 and 34)

East of Bokum Road, South of Rte. 9 with access from Brenda Road

45 acres site with inland wetlands

Mr. Caldarella was present. He stated that the property is heavily wooded substantially fortified with rock. The existing pond is manmade and there are 3 wetlands on the property. Mr. Caldarella further stated that he has been testing water levels for the past year and has found that the soils will accommodate the proposed subdivision. Mr. Jones asked if the proposal would include eliminating the wetlands? Mr. Caldarella replied that no but they would need to be crossed over. He further noted that the main access would be from Brenda Road with emergency access through Bokum Road.

Mr. Caldarella stated that the proposal to the Commission would be to 1)cross over the wetlands and 2) to create and enhance the existing wetlands and create a more substantial wildlife habitat.

A discussion ensued regarding the proposed septic system.

Commission members agreed that the proposal looked good but Mr. McIntyre reminded Mr. Caldarella that a definitive answer couldn’t be given until the Commission sees the full proposal and wetlands.

Mr. Caldarella stated that the Commission members could walk the property at their convenience.

B. Trask Road Subdivision- Agent: Jim Peppitone

Discussion regarding a 2 lot subdivision

Trask Road (Map 21, Lot 72)

Mr. Peppitone was present. He stated that he would propose a 2 lot subdivision, remove the previous proposal of culverts, add a site line, consolidate the bottom wetlands and propose a 2 ft. burm to keep water from intruding onto the neighbors property. Mr. Peppitone further stated that the houses and the septic would be outside of the buffer area but the driveway would be partially in.

The commission reviewed the changes with Mr. Peppitone. Ms. Preston stated that the consolidation of the wetlands was very appropriate.

C. Ingham Hill Lot Line Split- Agent: Darcy Collins

Discussion regarding the creation of 2 lots

149 Ingham Hill Road

No wetlands on the property. Lot line within 75’ of Chalker Mill Pond

Ms. Costa informed the Commission that the proposal is to split off and make a second rear lot that will not affect the pond.

Commission members agreed that Ms. Costa could handle this administratively.
