· the overgrown lawn area shown on the site plan would be the best place for the discharge to occur.

· A vegetated swale should be elongated to accept surface runoff

· Permanent vegetation should be established before any runoff begins

Mr. Jacobson also noted that the Commission should take into account where the containment for the gas and oil would be and if there would be any floor drains.

Ms. Preston noted that supplemental plantings could provide more help with runoff.

Mr. Pollock stated that he felt that if the application were to be approved, he would like the applicant to submit detailed plans meeting all the concerns (with the exception of #4) of Mr. Jacobson’s letter.

Ms. Preston noted that if the applicant were allowed to vegetate at the tow of the slope, she feared there would be a temptation to fertilize. Mr. Pollock recommended that the applicant would need to hire an expert to make recommendations on appropriate plantings. Mr. Smith recommended that the applicant would need to demonstrate to staff that they have contacted an expert and what the recommendations were.

Commission members discussed having and expiration date on the permit if approved. All members agreed that the applicant would need to have the plantings complete by May of 2005.

Ms. Maynard replied that the grassed area extended approximately 30’ back and that there was a steep slope to the stream. Ms. Preston stated that she would like to ensure that the area stay wooded as it fed into the Oyster River.

Mr. Smith asked the applicant if heavy equipment would be used for the removal of the trash? Ms. Maynard replied that equipment would be used only to remove the old cars but that the rest of the debris would be removed by hand. Mr. Smith then asked if there would be any clearing within the area of the well? Ms. Maynard replied that clearing would be necessary for vegetation such as brambles and honeysuckle.

Mr. Sohl asked what measures would be taken for the roof drainage? Ms. Maynard replied that gutters and curtain drains would be installed if necessary.
