Mr. Doane further stated that he didn’t believe that ponding on the property could be stopped but that the ditch and the gravel in parking spaces 13-18 should alleviate some of it.

Mr. Smith stated that he was concerned over the paved leak offs and whether the gravel area would absorb the runoff. Mr. Doane stated that he could modify the reserve sanitary system so that a recharge system would absorb the additional runoff from the impervious surface area. Mr. Smith inquired as to what the building would be used for and if any hazardous materials would be stored on site.. Mr. Doane replied that the applicant did not have a tenant as of yet but the desire would be to have one tenant lease the entire 9600 sft. addition and there is no proposal for floor drains so he did not feel that there would be any materials storage.

Mr. Zawoy inquired as to how long the galleries would be under the water table. Mr. Doane replied that there should not be a problem because the test holes showed that the groundwater was 60” below the surface.

Jack Rutigliano and Engineer Roger Nemergut were present for discussion.



Mr. Rutigliano stated that he would like to propose a new septic system along with raising the existing cottage and an addition of a deck.



Mr. Nemergut distributed plans showing the new septic system and stated that he felt the plans were an overall improvement to the site. He noted that the house would remain the same size but that the addition of the deck would increase the coverage on the site. Mr. Nemergut discussed the proposed septic system. He stated that the system would require bringing in approximately 3’ in fill raising the system to elevation 5 or 6.



Mr. McIntyre noted that he felt the addition of fill and increase in grade would cause runoff into the wetlands.  Mr. Smith inquired as to whether an alternate location for the septic could be in the southwest side of the property with the leach area to be relocated and some of the fill eliminated. Mr. Nemergut responded that the leaching system shown on the plans was placed there because of the hydraulics and would need to be stretched out.



The Commission noted to Mr. Rutigliano that if he decided to submit a formal application, then the application would most likely trigger Ordinance 71 fees and a public hearing.
