MOTION to send an Advisory Report to the Zoning Commission disapproving the subject proposal as a proposed use and building structure specifically do not conform to the following goals, policies and program recommendations of the 1990 Plan of Development (POD) for the town of Old Saybrook, CT.  

REGION: The proposed Special Exception Use does not conform with the 1990 POD for continuing Old Saybrook’s role as an economic center at a level consistent with the need to maintain the character of the town and assure a high quality of life for Old Saybrook residents. 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to maintain a balance between the building development potential and the capacity of supporting systems including roads, water supply, sewage disposal and storm drainage. The proposed Special Exception Use does not conform to the town’s policies to encourage quality design of commercial development sites with special regard for landscape and other site amenities, traffic safety and convenience, and functional and visual linkages with adjacent areas. 

WATER SUPPLY  & AQUIFIER PROTECTION: Under water supply and aquifer protection the proposed Special Exception Use does not conform to the 1990 POD regarding water supply and aquifer protection specifically the Town’s goals to protect groundwater quality in accordance with law, including especially, but not limited to, areas of the town that rely on on-site wells. The proposed Special Exception Use does appear to conform to the Town’s Polices to review land development proposals with a view to protection groundwater quality.  

DRAINAGE/WETLANDS: The proposed Special Exception Use does not conform to the 1990 POD regarding drainage and wetlands, specifically, the Town’s goals to eliminate existing flooding problems wherever possible. The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the Town’s Policy to review all new development to assure that no new flooding is created or increased either within the development site itself or downstream of the new development.

TRANSPORTATION: The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the 1990 POD regarding transportation, specifically, the Town’s Goal to maintain and improve the capacity of roads to accommodate traffic at a reasonable level of service and convenience. The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the 1990, specifically, the Town’s Goal to improve travel safety for vehicles, pedestrians and bicyclists throughout the Town. The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the 1990 POD, specifically, the Town’s Goal to improve traffic circulation in residential and commercial areas, and to and from the I-95/Route 9 interchanges. The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the 1990 POD, specifically, the Town’s Goal to provide alternative east-west connector roads to alleviate traffic congestion on Route 1.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The proposed Special Exception Use does not appear to conform to the 1990 POD, specifically, the Town’s Policies to maintain and enhance the image of Old Saybrook as an important, successful and enjoyable place for economic activity.
