EXHIBIT 40: Memorandum to Judith Gallicchio from Michael Pace, First Selectman regarding roadway concerns dated March 7, 2001.

David Royston, Attorney for the Applicant indicated his receipt of various reports regarding this matter and that the Applicant currently is reviewing and responding to these reports.

Royston informed the Commission of the modifications requested by the Board of Selectmen and the Inland Wetland and Watercourse Commission.  The Board of Selectmen requested the Applicant reduce curbing and improve sight lines on Ingham Hill Road by creating a common driveway for lots 5 and 6.   Inland Wetlands requested the Applicant move the driveway from lot 4 further away from the wetlands by creating a common driveway for lots 6 and 4.  To accommodate the modifications of these agencies, the Applicant proposes to modify his plans to incorporate a common driveway which will result in a decrease of curb cuts, improve protection of inland wetlands and improve the sight line by removing the initially proposed driveway for lot 4.  

Commission deliberated the new information from Attorney Royston and opened the hearing to the public at 7:45p.m.  

Brian McMahon of Barley Hill Road asked if construction was contingent on access to Route 153.  

Royston replied that construction of Phase 1 was not dependent on approval of the 900-acre parcel.  He indicated that access to Route 153 was contingent on the approval of the State Traffic Commission This is crucial to the application since Route 153 would provide water access and promote traffic circulation for this application.  

Barbara Maynard of Ingham Hill Road expressed traffic and safety concerns on Ingham Hill Road.  Mrs. Maynard indicated that the road was originally used for carts and was not constructed to capacitate large amounts of traffic.  She informed that the area contains vacant land that could possibly accommodate forty to fifty new homes in the future which would intensify traffic problems.  Maynard further questioned the procedures for phase development and requested clarification.

Attorney Royston replied that it would be possible for the developer to build before approval of a road network.  He added that the development was not contingent on access to Route 153 and that Phase 1 could be built without the approval of the other phases of  “The Preserve.”  Royston informed Mrs. Maynard that State Traffic Commission approval was necessary before commencement of development and that the STC would not allow “piece meal” development.  If the applicant desired to develop an approved Phase 1 (without the other phases), approval would be needed from the State Traffic Commission and the Planning Commission.
