IV. NEW BUSINESS:

A. “Main Street School” Municipal Improvement to Locate School
308 Main Street (Map 30 / Lot 63-4)
Residence A District
Referring Agencies: Board of Education and Board of Selectmen

The Commission discussed concerns about reopening the “Main Street School.” Topics included protecting the town green, traffic issues and more.

First Selectman, Michael Pace informed the Commission that the Board of Selectman voted to receive the proposal and that the school board must make a final decision by March 27, 2001.  He indicated that if a decision were made in the next few weeks, the Board of Selectman would go to referendum and have two informational meetings to educate the public.

Selectman Pace indicated that the building would be transformed to a municipal building or a school.   The First Selectman stressed that the key issues in the transformation of this building would be cleaning the soil on the site and creating a bus route around the firehouse.  The bus route would entail realigning the stoplight and prohibiting bus movement during times of fire emergency.  The Selectman added that the school bus route would not be for public use.  Pace explained that this is a prime location for a school since it is located in the center of town, the town currently owns the property and due to the close proximity to the middle school, combined facilities such as the ball field, gymnasium and library would be used by both schools.   These factors would cut overall costs to the town.     The First Selectman stressed that the Town Green would not be removed or altered.  Michael Pace requested two referrals from the Planning Commission - one for conversion as a school and the second for conversion to a municipal building.  The Planning Commission agreed to prepare these referrals.
