III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

IV. NEW BUSINESS

A. Purchase of "Mobil Property" as a Municipal Improvement

Southwest corner of Main Street and Boston Post Road

Town Planner, Christine Nelson discussed the efforts of the Village Gateway Committee to facilitate the purchase of the former Mobil property to build a tourist information center with public bathrooms.  Nelson informed the Commission that that the property is located in a B-2 Zoning District which allows for off site parking.  The Town Planner informed that due to the size of the property it would not be economically viable to another purchaser unless they acquired one of the neighboring properties. 

MOTION to send a positive referral to the Board of Selectmen to purchase the Mobil Property as a Municipal Improvement based on it's conformance with Economic Goal 3 and Village Gateway Goal 1 and 3 of the 2000 Plan of Development as well as Goal 2 of the Public Facilities portion of the 1990 Plan of Development. MOVED by Robbie Marshall.  SECONDED by Stuart Hanes.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

V. OLD BUSINESS

A. "Ebb Tide" Resubdivision

Southwest side of Elm Street; west of the Exit 67 northbound off-ramp from I-95

Residence AA-1 District (Map 48/Lot 5)

Applicant: Ebb Tide Developers, LLC.
Agent: Robert Hansen c/o Genovali

Chairman Gallicchio stepped down. Robert McIntyre acted as Chairman and seated Alternate, Kathleen Smith.

Bob Hansen informed the Commission that since the last meeting, he has modified his request to change the driveway from concrete to gravel without moving the location of the driveway.  He informed that Town Engineer, Michael Ott had reviewed the modification and indicated no problems.  Hansen informed that the entrance to the driveway would be asphalt for approximately 35 feet into the driveway and then gravel for the remainder.  

MOTION to grant a waiver of Section 6.9.4 of the Subdivision Regulations to modify the proposed driveway material from asphalt to gravel pending approval of the modification from the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Commission.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robbie Marshall.  APPROVED 5-0-0.
