C. “Offices of the Judge of Probate” Municipal Improvement to Lease Building”       251 Main Street (Map 30 / Lot 54), Residence A District                                        Referring Agencies: Judge of Probate and Board of Selectmen     

Town Planner, Christine Nelson briefed the Commission on the Probate Judge’s request to lease a larger office space at 251 Main Street beginning March 1, 2002 for a term of three (3) years.  

Stuart Hanes questioned if the Judge of Probate would be moving into the Main Street School if it becomes a Town Hall.  Town Planner, Christine Nelson responded that the Probate Court would be moved into the basement of the current Town Hall.

2. Continue to encourage a balance of commercial, civic and residential uses in the village center in order to maintain vitality and village character.

3. Continue to locate basic Town facilities and services in the Town Center to retain the Center’s role as a focus of community life.

A. Portions of the 2000 Plan of Conservation & Development

1.  “Transportation”

The Planning Commission decided to table this matter until the next meeting because they felt Robbie Marshall’s comments would be valuable to the discussion.

2. “Public Facilities”

The Planning Commission decided to table this matter until additional information was received on the matter.
Town Planner, Christine Nelson advised the Commission that she was drafting a call to be read at the next Town Meeting to request a Town Meeting to approve the draft plan. Ms. Nelson indicated that if approved, the draft plan would be referred back to the Planning Commission for adoption and an additional call would be drafted for a Town Meeting.  At the second Town Meeting the adopted plan would be endorsed and go into effect.
VIII. COMMITTEE REPORTS
A.
Mock Presentation & Workshop by Implementation Committee

The Power Point Presentation was cancelled due to a technical problem. Assistant Town Planner, Christina Costa informed that new software for her computer was needed to allow the presentation to run on the older software of the lap top computer. 

The Implementation Committee (Frank Vinciguerra, Stuart Hanes & Kathleen Smith) informed the Commission that the road show presentation has progressed since the last regular meeting.  

Frank Vinciguerra informed that Salvatore Aresco, Stuart Hanes and himself had printed copies of the presentation and have been focusing on the speaker’s notes. Vinciguerra informed that he would be presenting one half of the power point presentation and Stuart Hanes would be presenting the other half.  

Chairman Gallicchio informed that she scheduled a meeting for January 30, 2002 at 2:30 with the Board of Selectmen to present this presentation.   The Chairman indicated that an agenda would be forwarded to the Board of Selectmen and posted.

Kathleen Smith initiated a discussion regarding the presentation set up with the Commission.  The Commission decided that the Judith Gallicchio will do the welcome portion of the meeting, Stuart Hanes and Frank Vinciguerra will present the power point presentation and that the Town Planner will moderate the workshop.  

IX. REPRESENTATIVE REPORTS

Frank Vinciguerra, Village Gateway Committee Representative  informed that he had a discussion with the Chairman of the Village Gateway Committee who informed that they will remain a Committee until they find out exactly what is going on.

Robert McIntyre, Inland Wetlands & Watercourses Representative informed that the beavers have never left and that have begun to dam the pipe installed to stop flooding.   Christina Costa, Inland Wetlands Enforcement Officer discussed her visit to the site with Steve Luckett, WPCA Coordinator. Ms. Costa indicated that the beavers had entered the cage surrounding the pipe and that Steve Luckett was going to wrap the cage with chicken wire to prevent beavers from entering the cage again.
Kathleen Smith, NEMO Task Force Representative informed that there have been no NEMO meetings since her last report.

X. STAFF REPORTS

Town Planner, Christine Nelson discussed the progress of the Zoning Commission has made in reviewing their regulations.  Nelson informed that the Commission has reviewed and compared all business districts to see what makes them different from each other.  With the help of the Economic Development Commission, new footprint and gross floor regulations have been drafted for all business districts. The Planning Commission commended the Zoning Commission’s efforts.

The Town Planner relayed her conversation with Attorney, Mark Branse regarding Planning Commission members attending meetings of other Commissions.  Attorney Branse advised that a representative can attend a meeting of another commission as long as the representative does not discuss anything that they have a personal or financial interest in.
