Stuart Fairbank communicated the applicant’s changes to the subdivision plan.  The applicant withdrew the Open Space waiver submitted to the Commission to incorporate the open space criteria into the project.  For open space, the applicant will leave a 100 foot vegetated buffer below the housing units for a wildlife corridor to the pond and noise reduction from I-95.  This area totals 2 acres surrounding the wetlands and through the development.


All concerns from consulting engineer Mike Ott were input into the finalization of the subdivision plan.  The Fire Marshal and Sanitarian reported satisfaction in the plan.
