Michael Ott, Consulting Engineer, is satisfied with the attention taken by the engineer to his concerns.  Christine Nelson drafted an amended resolution for the second lot to be a rear lot to satisfy unsuitable conditions for the resubdivision.

“Road Endings” Municipal Improvement Program – Cornfield Point Neighborhood
East La., Cottage Rd., Saltaire Dr., Clearwater Rd., Bellaire Dr., Mohican Rd., Gates Rd.


Kathleen Smith reseated as a regular member.

Michael Ott described the changes he made to the plans to allow parallel parking and narrowing of the hammerhead parking.  Mr. Ott was unable to provide parallel parking plans for all road endings due to utility obstructions.  The four roads able to support parallel parking are Cottage Road, Saltaire Drive, Bellaire Drive and Mohican Road.  The parallel parking space would be 8 feet into the road ending, enough for a car to be entirely off the roadway.  Mr. Ott used measurements to determine whether different styles of cars would be able to use the parallel parking space.

Mr. Ott distributed examples of the materials available to use for the parking spaces.  Certain types of permeable pavers require maintenance to irrigate and trim grass.  A few of the types of ballards available for use at the road endings are granite, timber, composite plastic and cast iron.  After discussion, the Commission took a vote for type of parking, material of the parking space and parking time limit.  Parallel parking, red brick grass pavers and a one-hour time limit received majority vote to recommend to the Board of Selectmen with ballards used as boundaries along the parallel parking.  The Commission took another vote to determine that their recommendation is to remove the shrubbery as depicted on the road ending plans.

Coastal Access signs are available through the Department of Environmental Protection, or can be made by the Commission or Town.  Christine Nelson recommends working with the town Historical Commission and Cornfield Point Association to produce writing for descriptive signs.

The Commission will make a report for the Board of Selectmen based on the methodology of decisions made by the Commission.  Robert McIntyre and Sal Aresco will work on preparing some of the report with Ms. Nelson.  Michael Ott will have finalized plans for the Commission at the next meeting.
