2000 Plan of Conservation & Development

A. “River’s End” Subdivision & Coastal Site Plan
8 Lots (15.2 ac. total) & Open Space (4.4 ac.)
South of Ragged Rock Road / 500’ East of James Court (Map 53 / Lot 40)
Residence AA-2 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone, Gateway Conserv. Zone, Flood Hazard Zone
Applicant: Domenick Papa d.b.a. D.W.P. Enterprises LLC
Agent: Anthony Hendricks, L.S.


The Town’s consulting engineer and consulting legal counsel prepared fee estimates for review of the “River’s End” subdivision.  No adjacent property owners received notification of the meeting scheduled for the application’s review.  Anthony Hendricks was available to speak on behalf of the applicant and provide the Commission with a brief overview of the subdivision plans.  The positioning of the development will leave a wooded section in front of the houses and a conservation easement along the creek running through the property.  The houses will use wells for water and have septic systems.  The applicant proposes to continue a private driveway to access eight (8) housing lots on the 15.2 acre parcel.  The continuation of the driveway to all eight houses requires a permit.

Jim Cahill presented maps to the Commission of the northwest corner of Old Saybrook with highlights of the current landowners’ property.  Mr. Cahill also described the acreage of the private parcels and estimated buildable area within the lots.  The lots are currently regulated as 1-1.5 acre zoning.  Based on the buildable area, Mr. Cahill believes that an increase in the regulated zoning acreage would limit the landowners’ ability to develop their property.

Robert Landino, representative of Lehman Brothers and River Sound LLC, was present to discuss the submission of a preliminary application proposal to the Commission.  Mr. Landino will be ready to preview the preliminary plans with the Commission during the week of January 27, 2003.
