IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. “River’s End” Subdivision – 8 Lots (15.2 ac. total) & Open Space (4.4 ac.)
South of Ragged Rock Road / 500’ East of James Court (Map 53 / Lot 40)
Residence AA-2 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone, Gateway Conserv. Zone, Flood Hazard Zone
Applicant: D.W.P. Enterprises LLC
Agent: Anthony Hendriks, L.S.

Christine Nelson, Town Planner, distributed copies of a letter received from the Office of Long Island Sound Programs for the Commission to read aloud to everyone in attendance.  Stuart Hanes read the letter for the Commission, agent and attending public.


The applicant consented to a 35 day extension of the period in which to make a decision on the application.  Anthony Hendriks, Land Surveyor, and William Childress, attorney, were present to address the Commission’s concerns.  Mr. Hendriks commented that he will have updated plans to give to the Commission within a few days after this meeting.  The updated plans will illustrate the conservation easement, boundaries of the tidal wetlands, private driveway adjustments, and possibly the installment of public water.

Agent: Donald R. Carlson, L.S.


Robert Doane, engineer, was present to discuss plans for the subdivision.  Mr. Doane has made revisions in response to correspondence from Mark Branse, Consulting Legal Counsel.  Changes include alterations to the open space and removing sanitation systems from the easement.

Blasting on the site will occur for underground utilities, installation of the cul-de-sac and for placement of houses.  There are no streetlights or guide-rails proposed for the cul-de-sac because there is no safety hazard at the end of the road.  A report from the Fire Marshal is needed to approve the cul-de-sac and dry hydrant proposed for the subdivision.
