IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. “River’s End” Subdivision – 8 Lots (15.2 ac. total) & Open Space (4.4 ac.)
South of Ragged Rock Road / 500’ East of James Court (Map 53 / Lot 40)
Residence AA-2 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone, Gateway Conserv. Zone, Flood Hazard Zone
Applicant: D.W.P. Enterprises LLC
Agent: Anthony Hendriks, L.S.

The Commission received a letter dated March 16, 2003 from William Childress, attorney for the applicant, stating that the application is withdrawn.

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. “Road Endings” Municipal Improvements – Cornfield Point Neighborhood
East La., Cottage Rd., Saltaire Dr., Clearwater Rd., Bellaire Dr., Mohican Rd., Gates Rd.
Petitioner: Board of Selectmen
Agent: William A. Peace

The Board of Selectmen approved the “Road Endings” plans, but require the Planning Commission to check the “Road Endings” for consistency with the Plan of Conservation & Development.  The Commission agrees with the Board of Selectmen that there is a need to increase public access to these “scenic overlooks”, and the Commission found that the development of road endings is very much in keeping with many policies of the Plan of Conservation & Development, particularly a goal to “Maintain the diverse character of Old Saybrook by balancing development with the preservation of scenic views, vistas, open green spaces, and natural and cultural resources.”

MOTION to report to the Board of Selectmen for consistency of the “Road Endings” with the Plan of Conservation & Development- Open Space & Conservation
Goals
· Maintain the diverse character of Old Saybrook by balancing new development with the preservation of scenic views, vistas, open green spaces and natural and cultural resources.

B. “Main Street Theater” Special Exception Use – 4,420 s.f. (1.5 ac.)
162 Main Street (Map 37 / Lot 128), Central Business B-1 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone
Applicant: Say Main LLC, Owner

Paul Constantino was present to represent Say Main LLC.  Mr. Constantino reviewed the plans of the “Main Street Theatre” with the Commission.  There is an extension planned for the back of the building for a stairway and elevator and renovation of the second floor for office space.  A paved parking lot in the rear of the building is for office personnel, with a reserve area unpaved for overflow parking.

MOTION to send a favorable report to the Zoning Commission that the “Main Street Theatre” is consistent with the Plan of Conservation & Development and recommend that the Zoning Commission consider requesting the applicant provide a pathway to view the marshlands as recommended by Coastal Area Management (CAM).  

The “Main Street Theatre” is consistent with the Plan of Conservation & Development- Economic Development

· Encourage development of commercial retail sites that are consistent with Old Saybrook’s small town character with respect to scale, appearance and design and with special regard for landscape and other site amenities, traffic safety and convenience, and functional and visual linkages with adjacent areas.

Village Center- Main Street

Goals

· Maintain and enhance the economic viability of the village center retail stores and services.

Policies

· Assure that new development is compatible with the existing character of the village center in terms of appropriate scale and style.

· Encourage reuse and appropriate renovation of existing buildings in keeping with the village character.
