170-174 Saybrook Road (West Side of Route 154/600 ft. NE of Fordham Road)

Judith Gallicchio distributed to Commission members the reports received from Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Commission Chairman, Town Planner, Consulting Legal Counsel, Consulting Engineer, Conservation Commission Chairman, Parks and Recreation Department Chairman, Chief Sanitarian and Connecticut River Estuary Regional Planning Agency.

Robert Doane, Engineer, was present to review the changes to the plans with the Commission.  The adjoining property owners in Old Saybrook and Essex received notification of this meeting.  Mr. Doane will provide the Commission with a copy of all neighbors notified.

The Essex Fire Marshal and the Old Saybrook Fire Marshal need to decide the placement of the fire tank on the property.  Changes to the plans include moving one septic system to allow an increase in open space.  A Conservation Easement for open space is 50 feet wide wrapping around the property.  A detention basin in the Northeast corner from the housing lots and private road is to trap stormwater runoff before heading downstream to Fordham Pond.

The applicant must apply for waivers of the permitted grade of the cul-de-sac, center site line of the cul-de-sac and the length of a private roadway to serve five housing lots.

The Chairman asked if there were any comments from the public regarding the subdivision.  Mr. Earl Endrich, Old Saybrook resident, commented on the necessity for emergency services to be able to access the housing lots quickly in emergencies.  Ms. Pam Trumbell, Essex resident, mentioned concern of drainage and flooding of the streams and waterways from the runoff of the development.  She also commented that it would be easier to get complaints addressed and improvements completed with a public road.  Mr. Ted Leavy, Old Saybrook resident, was concerned that private road standards do not conform to standards for accessible town services.
