III. PUBLIC HEARING

A.
“Esther A. Parker” Resubdivision, Lot Line Change & Open Space (7.89 ac.)
South side of Brenda Road; 175’ west of Middlesex Turnpike (Map 57 / Lot 32)
Restricted Business B-3 District; 
Applicant: Blue Point, Inc.
Agent: William A. Childress, Esq.


Christina Burnham, attorney representing the applicant, was present to address the Commission.  The Commission received reports from the Board of Selectmen and Conservation Commission recommending approval of the Open Space offered to the town.  On October 2, 2003, the Board of Selectmen voted to accept the 7.89-acre parcel pending the Planning Commission’s approval.  There were no comments from the public.

MOTION to close the public hearing for the “Esther A. Parker” Resubdivision, Lot Line Change & Open Space.  MOVED by Robert McIntyre.  SECONDED by Stuart Hanes.  APPROVED 5-0-0.
MOTION to approve Resolution 03-005 for the “Esther A. Parker” Resubdivision, Lot Line Change & Open Space.  MOVED by Robert McIntyre.  SECONDED by Robbie Marshall.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. “River’s End” Subdivision – 8 Lots (15.2 ac. total) & Open Space (5.3 ac.)
South of Ragged Rock Road / 500’ East of James Court (Map 53 / Lot 40)
Residence AA-2 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone, Gateway Conserv. Zone, Flood Hazard Zone
Applicant: D.W.P. Enterprises LLC
Agent: Anthony Hendriks, L.S.


Christina Burnham, attorney for the applicant, was present to update the Commission on the revised plans.  The new driveway configuration uses four fifteen-foot wide shared driveways for seven lots and the Solari property.  Lot 8 will have its own driveway.  This driveway configuration eliminates the need for a waiver of 5.2.6 of the Subdivision Regulations.  Shared driveway maintenance is the responsibility of the lot owners within the same driveway easement.  The driveway easement explains that lot owners sharing a driveway shall meet on the first Sunday of each April to discuss the maintenance of their driveway.  Other changes to the plans include typographical corrections and clarifications identified by Eric Knapp, consulting legal counsel.

Anthony Hendriks, agent, will flag the proposed path to the viewing area for Commission members to walk.  Mr. Hendriks also needs to incorporate the details of the park bench and sign for the viewing area onto the plans.  The Conservation Easement and viewing area easement will have signs affixed to trees or other permanent surfaces to identify the boundaries.

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. “Saybrook Woods” Subdivision – Phase I – Enforcement of Conservation Easement
2 Adema Way (Map 58 / Lot 139) Residence AA-1 District
Applicant: ZKG, LLC


Agent: Robert L. Doane, Jr., P.E.L.S.


Judith Gallicchio, Chairman, recuses herself from the discussion.  Robert McIntyre is Acting Chairman.  Robert Doane, agent, was present to describe the violation of the Conservation Easement.  During construction, five feet of the driveway turnaround at 2 Adema Way intruded into the Conservation Easement.  Currently there is a layer of processed stone placed for the driveway turnaround.  The applicant proposed a restoration plan to return the Conservation Easement to its natural state with the planting of trees.  

MOTION to accept the Restoration of Restricted Premises as a remedy for the intrusion into the Conservation Easement.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robbie Marshall.  DEFEATED 2-2-0. 
MOTION to accept the Restoration of Restricted Premises #2, 3, and 4 and the placing of topsoil and seed over the gravel base intrusion to restore the area disturbed in the Conservation Easement.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robbie Marshall.  APPROVED 4-0-0.

B. “Saltaire” Subdivision – Modification of Subdivision & Coastal Site Plan
Southeast of Billow Road & West of Pratt Street (50 Hartlands Drive)
Residence A District, Coastal Management Zone (Map 1 / Lot 82 & 83)
Applicant: Beach Investments, LLC, Owner
Agent:
Richard W. Vicino


Robbie Marshall recuses herself from the discussion.  Richard Vicino, agent, was present to describe the proposed modifications to the Scenic Overlook.  Mr. Vicino provided photos of the scenic overlook to identify the areas of concern.  There are four benches clustered together with crushed stone underneath and a trash barrel in between.  The proposed modifications are to move two of the benches to another area to view Long Island Sound.  The remaining two benches will view the Castle Inn.  Once positioned, the benches will be anchored.

MOTION to modify the Scenic Overlook of the approved plan for the Saltaire Subdivision to move two benches to Area B, place crushed stone at Area B, trim the vegetation between Area B and Long Island Sound to provide a view, install pervious paving in the parking area for the Scenic Overlook- with written approval from the town engineer, and remove the trash barrel from the seating area.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robert McIntyre.  APPROVED 4-0-0.

C. “Connecticut River Gateway Zone” Standards for Buildings and Use of Property
Building height; Building setback from the River; Buffer along River; Bulk of structures.
Agency: Connecticut River Gateway Commission

MOTION to send a favorable report to the Connecticut River Gateway Commission that the “Connecticut River Gateway Zone” Standards for Buildings and Use of Property is consistent with the Plan of Conservation & Development.

A. “Road Endings” Municipal Improvements Program


The Commission received an estimate for surveying of the road endings.  Cromwell Place requires an updated survey.  The surveyor will add improvements to the last survey of Cromwell Place and survey Bayside Road.  The Commission will wait to receive the updated survey of Cromwell Place before scheduling a special meeting to begin the process of public input and participation in improving the road ending.

B. “Northern Woodlands” section of the 2000 Plan of Conservation & Development


The Commission discussed the proposed text for the “Northern Woodlands” section and the lack of a boundary to describe the location.  Instead of further discussion of the “Northern Woodlands”, the Commission will work more on the “Public Facilities” and “Transportation” sections of the Plan of Conservation & Development.  Christine Nelson, Town Planner, will inquire into getting a traffic engineer consultant to help with forming the “Transportation” section.
