III. PUBLIC HEARING

IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. “River’s End” Subdivision – 8 Lots (15.2 ac. total) & Open Space (5.3 ac.)
South of Ragged Rock Road / 500’ East of James Court (Map 53 / Lot 40)
Residence AA-2 District, Coastal Mgmt. Zone, Gateway Conserv. Zone, Flood Hazard Zone
Applicant: D.W.P. Enterprises LLC
Agent: Anthony Hendriks, L.S.


Christina Burnham, attorney for the applicant, was present to address any concerns from the Commission and Eric Knapp, consulting legal counsel, regarding her letter dated November 5, 2003 and the revised site plans.  Anthony Hendriks, agent, updated the site plans to include a fire hydrant, viewing area easement changes, public access benches, and signage.  The viewing area moved approximately thirty feet to the south.  After the last meeting, Mr. Hendriks flagged the trail and viewing area for Commission members to take individual site walks.  A pine tree and brush would need clearing before the public access area would provide a view.  Stuart Hanes presented photos of the public access viewing area for the record.  The five photograph exhibits show that considerable clearing is needed for a view of the shore.

MOTION to approve Resolution 03-004 for “River’s End” Subdivision.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robert McIntyre.  DEFEATED 0-5-0.  (See attached Resolution 03-004)

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. “Saybrook Woods” Subdivision – Phase I – Enforcement of Conservation Easement
10 Obed Heights (Map 8 / Lot 137) Residence AA-1 District
Owner:  Saybrook Builders 


Agent: Robert L. Doane, P.E.


Judith Gallicchio, Chairman, recuses herself from the discussion.  Robert McIntyre is Acting Chairman.  David Genovali, owner, was present to describe the disturbance to the Conservation Easement.  When Lots 5 and 6 were built, the excavators removed wood and underbrush from the Conservation Easement and piled topsoil excavated from the house site in the easement.  Mr. Genovali proposes to: remove the topsoil from the easement; regrade, seed, fertilize and mulch disturbed areas not covered by wood chips; and plant 13 maple trees approximately 20 feet on center along the edge of the easement and throughout the cleared sections.  For future developments, Mr. Genovali will use caution tape along Conservation Easements.

MOTION to accept the Restoration of Restricted Premises, identified on sheet 1 of 1 on the Site Plan for Lot 5 dated September 22, 2003, as a remedy for the disturbance of the Conservation Easement at 10 Obed Heights Road.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Richard Tietjen.  APPROVED 3-0-0.

B. “Saybrook Woods” Subdivision – Phase I – Enforcement of Conservation Easement
1 Adema Way (Map 58 / Lot 142) Residence AA-1 District
Owner:  David & Donna MacNeill


David MacNeill was present to address the Commission.  Mr. MacNeill has installed plant beds, bushes, and rocks adjacent to the Conservation Easement.  The flower beds and rocks were placed where the excavated topsoil stops along the easement.  The Commission will ask Michael Ott, consulting engineer, to find the Conservation Easement site line, stipulate how much area should return to its natural state, and what should be planted to return the area to its natural state.  

MOTION to continue discussion to the next regularly scheduled meeting on November 19, 2003.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Robert McIntyre.  APPROVED 4-0-0.
