III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. “Old Saybrook Industrial Center” Resubdivision – Lot 15 (1.39 total ac.)
Gateway Business B-4 District (South side of Center Rd. West / 250’ West of Center Rd.)
Applicant: CRW3, LLC
Agent: Darcey R. Collins, P.E.


The commission received reports from the Town Planner, Town Sanitarian, and Fire Marshal and is awaiting reports from the consulting engineer and legal counsel.  Chairman Robert McIntyre opened the public hearing.

Robert Doane, engineer, was present on behalf of the applicant to distribute and describe updated plans for the resubdivision.  The application is to divide the 1.39-acre parcel into two lots for two steel buildings with separate ownership for each building.  There is a common entrance, twenty-four feet wide, with a catch basin proposed for the two buildings and a detention basin in the rear of the property that will connect to the previously developed stormwater management plan for the entire industrial park.  There will be easements for parking at the buildings.  Each building will be served by public water and have subsurface sewage disposal.  The proposed landscaping includes an evergreen hedge around the perimeter of the subdivision and grass around the buildings.  Legal documents have been submitted as well as a waiver request of 5.8 of the Subdivision Regulations for Open Space.  Mr. Doane must also submit a waiver request of 4.3.3 of the Subdivision Regulations for Detailed Layout Maps in a 1"=20' scale.  The application needs updating to depict the building uses as office warehouse materials and contractor space.

Chairman Robert McIntyre asked if any members of the audience would like to comment on the application.  There were no comments from the public.

MOTION to continue the public hearing of the “Old Saybrook Industrial Center” Resubdivision to the next regularly scheduled meeting on February 4, 2004.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Judith Gallicchio.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. “Eden Harbour” Petition to Amend Zoning Regulations
Section 55 Planned Residential Development (PRD) Zone
Petitioner: Eden Harbour, LLC
Agent: Mark Shipman, Esq.


Mark Shipman, attorney representing the petitioner, was present to describe the proposal and intent of the petition.  The petition is to create a new zone that could be applied for anywhere in town, would allow an increase in the number of bedrooms per acre, and decrease the front and rear setbacks of the property.  This petition proposes to change the number of bedrooms per acre from eight to twelve.  This text change is designed specifically to apply to the Ferry Road district and the Eden Harbour development, but could be instituted elsewhere in town.  If approved, Eden Harbour could develop a sixteen building age-restricted development.  Each building would have two units with individual driveways and garages and appear as a large single-family house.  

Chairman Robert McIntyre instructed commission members to develop reasons based on sections of the Plan of Conservation & Development for why or why not accept the zoning regulation amendment.  

MOTION to continue discussion of “Eden Harbour” to the next regularly scheduled meeting on February 4, 2004.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Judith Gallicchio.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

VI. WORKSHOP

A. Implementation of Plan of Conservation & Development

Commission members discussed what priorities the commission should have in the coming year.  Members presented their ideas of three areas that need addressing in town and discussed what direction the commission will take to make progress in those areas.  Eight topic areas were chosen to work on:  1) Main Street improvements; 2) “Community Facilities” section of the Plan of Conservation & Development; 3) “Northern Woodlands” section of the Plan of Conservation & Development; 4) Integrating the Economic Development Commission Plan into the Plan of Conservation & Development; 5) Integrating the Conservation Commission Plan of Conservation & Open Space into the Plan of Conservation & Development; 6) Implement the Community Ratings system; 7) Initiating the Yale Urban Design Workshop; 8) Road Endings.  The commission discussed communicating with the Economic Development Commission, Conservation Commission, and other commissions to achieve the desired result and completion of the Planning Commission’s priorities.  Richard Tietjen and Janis Esty will contact Robert Fish, Chairman of the Conservation Commission, and James Conroy and Robert McIntyre will contact the Economic Development Commission to find ways to work together and maintain interaction to produce collective results.  
B. “Growth Management” Discussion

Robert McIntyre will look for topics on “growth management” to discuss at another meeting.

C. “Sidewalk Policy” Program

Commission members should review their packet on “sidewalks” and find ways to develop a sidewalk policy in the Community Facilities section of the Plan of Conservation & Development.
D. “Road Endings” Municipal Improvements Program
Cromwell Place, Barnes Road, and Bayside Road

Cromwell Place, Barnes Road, and Bayside Road have completed surveys to use in the development of their road endings.  Christine Nelson will draft a letter for commission members to approve to send to adjacent property owners of Bayside Road.
