III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. “Old Saybrook Industrial Center” Resubdivision – Lot 15 (1.39 total ac.)
Gateway Business B-4 District (South side of Center Rd. West / 250’ West of Center Rd.)
Applicant: CRW3, LLC
Agent: Darcey R. Collins, P.E.


Chairman Robert McIntyre continued the public hearing.  The commission received reports from the consulting legal counsel, consulting engineer, and town planner expressing that their concerns were addressed in the new site plans and have no further comments.  

Robert Doane, engineer, was present on behalf of the applicant to distribute and describe the updated plans that incorporate the concerns of the commission’s consulting legal counsel, engineer, and town planner.  The driveway easement changed to accommodate the relocation of the drains and increase in width of the handicap space.  Mr. Doane rewrote the statement of use in the application to identify lot 15-A as a contractors warehouse and 15-B as a machine shop and office, added notes to the right side of the plans regarding the lighting of the property, and submitted a written request for a waiver of 4.3.3 of the Subdivision Regulations for Detailed Layout Maps.

Chairman Robert McIntyre opened the floor to receive comments from the public.  There were no comments from anyone in the audience.

MOTION to close the public hearing of the “Old Saybrook Industrial Center” Resubdivision.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Kathleen Smith.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

MOTION to approve the waiver of 4.3.3 of the Subdivision Regulations for Detailed Layout Maps to allow the site plan scale to be 1" =20'.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Kathleen Smith.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

MOTION to approve the waiver of 5.8 of the Subdivision Regulations for Open Space.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Kathleen Smith.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

MOTION to approve the “Old Saybrook Industrial Center” Resubdivision.  MOVED by Judith Gallicchio. SECONDED by Kathleen Smith. APPROVED 5-0-0.

IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. “Eden Harbour” Petition to Amend Zoning Regulations
Section 55 Planned Residential Development (PRD) Zone
Petitioner: Eden Harbour, LLC
Agent: Mark Shipman, Esq.


Larry Shipman, attorney, was present on behalf of the applicant to answer the commission’s questions.  The applicant is petitioning to amend the Zoning Regulations to allow twelve bedrooms per acre in an age-restricted development, a decrease in setback from the road to twenty-five feet, and change in the allowed coverage percentage.  

The commission would like to clarify the language of the Zoning Regulations where it states that all Planned Residential Developments require fifty percent open space.  There is a discrepancy in the language of the current regulations and the application.  The commission must also consider which districts to apply the open space requirement and if changing the road setback for larger units is appropriate.  As an overlay zone, this petition will be applicable in all zoning districts when applied for.

MOTION to continue discussion of “Eden Harbour” to the next regularly scheduled meeting on February 18, 2004.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Judith Gallicchio.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. “Claudia Way” Subdivision – 4 Lots and Open Space Easement (26.95 total. ac.)
Residence AAA District (West side of Bokum Road/4,400 feet north of Route 154)
Applicant: Claudia Way, Owner
Agent: Donald R. Carlson, L.S.


The commission received a report from the Town Sanitarian.  Donald Carlson, land surveyor, was present to distribute and describe the subdivision plans and conservation easement to the commission.  The subdivision will have 9.42 acres of open space and four housing lots.  A shared driveway extending from the proposed private residential street and cul-de-sac will serve lots 2 and 3.  Lot 4 will have a right of way for access from Bokum Road.  The proposed road boundary will be the same as the existing woods road.  To keep the private residential street as a dirt road will require the approval of the Board of Selectmen.  The scale of the plans was 1" = 100' and the commission requested the plans to be 1" = 40' for the next meeting to be able to see more detail.

MOTION to continue discussion of “Claudia Way” to the next regularly scheduled meeting on February 18, 2004.  MOVED by Stuart Hanes.  SECONDED by Kathleen Smith.  APPROVED 5-0-0.

VI. WORKSHOP

A. “Community Facilities” Section of the Plan of Conservation & Development

Volunteers from the commission are needed to finish the “Community Facilities” section.  The commission should review the sidewalk packet to gather ideas to incorporate into the text.  The Goals, Policies & Preferences needs to be determined and written.  
B. “Road Endings” Municipal Improvements Program
Cromwell Place, Barnes Road, and Bayside Road

The commission will send notice in March to the neighbors of the Bayside Road ending of the planned public hearing.  The commission is also considering entering a letter in the Saybrook Events newsletter asking for interested parties to contact the Board of Selectmen if they would like improvements to their road ending.
