III. NEW BUSINESS

A.
Sale and Discontinuance of a portion of “Center Road West” as a Municipal Improvement



Gateway Business B-4 District

Petitioner: Max’s Place, LLC


Representative: David Royston, Esq.

Robert McIntyre, Chairman of the Planning Commission, explained that the Planning Commission needed to act on the second portion of the Board of Selectmen’s letter regarding the Sale and Discontinuance of a portion of Center Road West.  According to item two of the Board of Selectmen’s letter, the Planning Commission must act upon “That portion of the roadway which is the subject of the sale be discontinued as a Town highway in accordance with the provisions of Section 13a-49 of the General Statutes of Connecticut.”  

The Planning Commission previously acted upon the first item in the Board of Selectmen’s letter at the February 2, 2005 meeting.  A report regarding the Planning Commission’s decision regarding the sale of a portion of Center Road West was presented to the Board of Selectmen on February 3, 2005.

MOTION to send an unfavorable recommendation to the Board of Selectmen regarding the discontinuation of Center Road West as a Town highway; and recommend to the Zoning Commission that when the property at the end of Center Road West is developed that Center Road West go through to Spencer Plain Road, as an east-west corridor; MOVED by R. McIntyre; SECONDED by R. Tiejten; DISCUSSION the Planning Commission discussed items in the Plan of Conservation and Development that support the unfavorable recommendation regarding the discontinuation of the road; as well as items in the Plan of Conservation and Development that support a favorable recommendation regarding the discontinuation of the road (see list below); APPROVED by R. McIntyre, J. Gallicchio, R. Tietjen, J. Esty; ABSTAINED by H. S. Hanes; OPPOSED by none; VOTE 4-1-0.

The Planning Commission found the following items in the Plan of Conservation and Development, which support an unfavorable recommendation regarding the discontinuation of Center Road West as a Town highway:

Town Image

Issues for the Next Decade:

“Our regulations need to withstand current development pressures, promoting a shift in commercial activity toward tourism.  None of this should be undertaken without due consideration for preserving and enhancing the town image.”

Policies:

Encourage quality design of commercial, industrial and municipal development sites with special regard for landscape and other site amenities traffic safety and convenience, and functional and visual linkages with adjacent areas.

Transportation

Policies:

To improve traffic circulation in residential, commercial and industrial areas, and in areas accessing the Interstate 95 / Route 9 interchanges.

To seek opportunities for east-west connector roads to alleviate traffic congestion on Route 1.

The Planning Commission found the following items in the Plan of Conservation and Development, which support a favorable recommendation regarding the discontinuation of Center Road West as a Town highway:

Economic Development

Policies:

Recognize the small town character and unique natural resources of the town as a marketable economic commodity, providing an exceptional quality of life for residents and a quality experience for visitors.
