Don will give an accounting of Fall Programs income at the next commission meeting.
Budget and Capital requests for 2013-2014 are to be completed by Oct 31st.  Board of Finance requested  0% increase, again.

Park and Rec Commission needs to settle some unfinished Lacrosse business.  Don suggested having them come to the December meeting.  Introduction to the new usage forms will take place…..Soccer and Little League will also need to be instructed in the use of these forms.
Chairman McAraw reported being stopped, while shopping, by residents concerned by  the deplorable condition of the playing fields at Town Woods Park.  The fields are not playable in the condition they are now and parents/coaches are afraid of injuries.  It was brought up that when development of the park was in the talk stages….there was concern

that previous examples of lack of maintenance of the town playing fields….would roll over to the proposed new park.  Town Woods Park maintenance was excellent in the beginning stages, and up until a group brought up it concern of use of certain pesticides
on playing fields used by children for sport games.  Now neglect, by the Board of Selectman ,because of the fear of reprisal, has taken over the condition of the fields making them deplorable and unsafe to play on.  Efforts are now being made to bring the condition of the fields back by going organic.  This process will take time.
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Since Park and Rec was not consulted about the maintenance…..is was suggested that maybe a position paper should be put together for the public.
Don reported that he is now Chairman of The Safety Committee at the Town Hall.

He is also on the Facilities Committee.  Includes use of all Town facilities.  A usage form has been developed…which will be put in use shortly.  

He is also on a joint Athletic fields committee…members include school, Town of Old Lyme and Town of Lyme….activities include review of scheduling / maintenance of fields,equipment, etc.

Discussion followed on school and town woods park fields…..no decisions made.
