Discussion & comments from Board:
A. 
RM – Planning Board Term appointment. Appointments, Vacancies and Term Limits: Memo submitted to BOS. *RM’s term was approved by BOS for an additional five years. Discussion: Election of officers to be scheduled at next meeting. July 18th 2006. 


B. PB Alternate Term (with stipulation the PB manual verbiage reflect this change) *PB suggestion to BOS passed; the alternate appointment has been accepted as written. It will now read as follows:  Appoint a person to serve in the Alternate position.  The Current Alternate with the most tenure, shall be moved into a voting position, and will begin a full five (5) year term.
C. New Fee Schedule: BOS approved with 2 amendments. ZH: An additional revision is needed under Violations: 1st Violation is twice the permit / application fee. 2nd violation is twice the permit / application fee + $200.00 and the 3rd violation is twice the permit application + $400 + the application fee. 
D. Home based Business letter to townspeople. BOS approved letter to be sent. It will be going out as is. TT will keep a copy on file and submit a copy to the FD.
E. Permit Approval:  Re: Unpaid taxes or Back taxes of landowners; can we deny them permits to build, until taxes are paid in full? RM emailed memo to BOS asking if he could contact MMA with this and they said yes, MMA answered saying that it cannot be done. Reason: Court precedence does not allow this. There is already a mechanism in place for tax collection.  Permit denial is not allowable. 
F. Site Plan Determination Form: *Fuel Storage needs to be addressed.

G. Site Plan Determination Forms that come before the PB & CEO will have a copy sent to FD. All applicants regardless of whether or not they need to go before the PB, will be mentioned at a PB meeting, to get into the minutes.
