1. 
Call to Order: The regular meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.

Attendance:  Members present were Chairman, Rick Micklon, Vice Chair, Stan Brett, Dan Peaco, Maureen Howard, Mike McAllister, Shirley Hamilton, Alternate – Recording Secretary & CEO, Zak Horton.

Quorum: Board had a quorum.

Secretary’s Report: 

A. Planning Board Meeting Minutes from June 20, 2006. Motion to accept minutes. DP/MM - Unanimous, (MH abstained)

5. Discussion & Comments from public:

Shoreland Zoning Applications: 

A. Bruce & Jacqueline Rideout, represented by Jim Boyce, Map U17, Lot 6. Looking to add on (30% expansion rule) to existing camp on Henniger Park Road, (Pleasant Lake) RM Stated that he has spoken directly with DEP’s Rich Baker, regarding this 30% expansion ruling. An applicant can add up to 30% of the existing square footage AND 30% of the existing volume. Zak provided the documentation from DEP and RM read it aloud. Towns are interpreting this individually, but DEP is adamant that they follow the guidelines. Jim Boyce wants to take the 30% of square footage rather than volume. Stan Brett does not feel the PB should follow DEP guidelines.  The PB has historically allowed EITHER square footage OR volume, whichever is reached first.  Rick feels the PB needs to follow the DEP regardless of how the PB has interpreted the guidelines in the past, and issued its decisions in the past. ZH has visited the site and there has been no expansion in the past. Jim Boyce submitted a photo showing that the 4-foot deck was not recorded on the tax map.  ZH will make sure this is added to the tax map. Full 2nd floor is requested.  Jim Boyce: Do we allow expansion of total square footage including decks and porches? Question is about living space used to calculate the 30%.   Rick:  YES.  Stan: NO.  Rick read aloud the DEP guidelines, which state the towns must include existing decks & porches into the calculations.  Jim Boyce would like to get the full 30% approved so that the applicant does not have to come back for the last 3-4% that would not be used. SB: If they change the expansion over the porch the runoff will come off toward the lake. Question: Will 10-inch thick cement pads support a second floor?  They are every 8 feet.  The roof already goes over the screened porch. SH would like to see the water shed off away from the lake.  ZH would want an Engineer to submit a letter that the weight will be supported by the pads. SB/DP are concerned about the pads and the weight.  ZH also is concerned about the size of the holding tank (1000) and asked for Jim Boyce to do a study to put in a septic.  ZH stated that a holding tank can only be used for a two-bedroom house. RM requests each member to do a straw vote regarding his or her position on following the DEP vs PB prior interpretation. DP: DEP, MH: DEP, MM: DEP, RM: DEP, SB: PB Prior Interpretation and only including living space, and SH: DEP but use only screened porches not the decks.  Jim will recalculate, review with his clients, see Zak, and reappear in the future.
B. Alan & Mabel Buchler, represented by Deane MacBeth, Map R5, Lot 33A-14. New construction on Pine Drive, (Moose Pond) There is no subdivision plan for Moose Pond Northwest Shore. RM: What is the grade? Dean MacBeth: Around 2% under, 10% on the whole lot .ZH Chimney disclosure form has to be filled out. Motion to accept submittal with ZH checking on the missing documents. SB/DP - Unanimous.

Sam’s Landing Update – RM showed permit by rule that will be submitted to the BOS and pictures of what the plans are to restore the landing. Motion to accept the plan as presented. DP/MM - Unanimous (Copies submitted for the record)

Subdivision Application:

A. David & Dianne Howes, represented By Robert Farthing: Map R5, Lot 28. Preliminary review for a (7) lot subdivision on Ahonen Road / Andrews Hill Road. Requested and noted that Robert Farthing will have building envelope within the phosphorous envelope on future submittals.  Question on Lot # 7, which is a spaghetti lot.  Needs to have a ratio of 3 to 1 or less. RM Question: What are you looking for tonight Robert Farthing: A site walk. Wants to have meeting with Fire Chief and come back at a later date. RM explained how PB does site walk/ prep-work. Site Walk scheduled for Thursday, August 10, 2006 at 6:00 PM for the Ahonen Subdivision

B. Dave Fowler representing Hancock Land – R10, Lot 26. Preliminary review for (14) lot subdivision. Dave Fowler submitted a new form for preliminary plan application approval.  He has three driveways coming off Poplar Ridge Road and two road cuts. The organization is working on possible parcels of land going into conservation reserve. Note Dave Fowler is going to change the plan to show: Lot 15 retained by owner. Question from public about the reserve negotiations, Dave Fowler was not able to give pertinent information about the negotiations.  Storm water impact information will be submitted for the next meeting. Preliminary plan calls for marking 24-inch trees, Dave Fowler asked for a waiver. Motion for waiver of 24-inch diameter marking  (D11) trees. DP /MM -Unanimous. Also the preliminary plan calls for marking underground utilities, Dave Fowler asked for a delay. Motion that the underground utilities location submittal on the preliminary plan (D15) be delayed until final submission. SB/DP – Unanimous. Motion to accept the Poplar Ridge Estates preliminary plan application as complete. DP/MM - Unanimous.  Dave Fowler stated that he will put on the Mylar that lot numbers 1, 6, & 14 will have to have their driveways accessed on Hidden Ridge Road.

A. Robert Desalvo – Map U2, Lot 35. Update to Outpost Store Construction. ZH measured foundation to be four (4) inches shorter from road and six (6) inches less wide than the former foot print.  Robert asked for permission to pave some of the area between the store and house. *NEEDS FURTHER DISCUSSION
