Needs verification. Existing building right on lake sometimes used for a bunkhouse. Will stabilize the piers: not part of tonight’s proposal. RM: No future stabilization / work on this building without a permit & CEO approval. Bathhouse is existing and will be removed. Outhouses will be removed. Existing garage will stay. 40’x28’ dwelling is existing and will stay. Discussion on setback (building ordinance, page 4) needs to be 50’ from the edge of the Right of Way. Jon is proposing a 20’ setback. SB: Is Beehive Lane a road? DP: should go w/ ordinance, a lane is a private road. RM: Need to meet on site, notify abutters, and verify details of ROW, access to abutting lots, etc. Public Site Walk August 15th at 5:30 PM.
