Gift – The Board voted and accepted, as a gift, a check in the amount of $36,000.00 from Plymouth Exit 5 LLC to provide the additional cost in reference to a traffic Signal at Long Pond Road and the Shops at 5 Intersection. This approval was on a motion from Vice Chairman Malaguti and a second from Selectman Schena.   Voted 5-0-0.
Challenge Grant Extension – The Board voted to extend the timeline for the Challenge Grant and authorized
the Town Manager to execute the final document on a motion from Vice Chairman Malaguti and a second from Selectman Schena.

Chairman Tavares read the Public Hearing notice for the application of On The Tee for an annual wine and malt restaurant license.  Mr. Russell Quigg, the Manager, spoke to the Board about his plans to serve beer and wine at his indoor golf facility.  

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Schena, the Board voted to approve the liquor license, common victualler's license, entertainment license and Sunday entertainment for On the Tee.  Voted 5-0-0.

JOINT MEETING – CABLE ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Mr. Sylvia provided the Board with the background of the cable negotiations as the Adelphia cable licensing agreement was set to expire on March 4, 2006.  The Cable Advisory Committee had been developing recommendations for the Board to consider in anticipation of successor negotiations.  The Committee had conducted ascertainment hearings, a subscriber survey, and held numerous meetings to formulate their proposal.  He also thanked Barbara Mulvey-Welsh, Jeff Berger and Gerry Ouellette for their time and dedication to this task.

Ms. Mulvey-Walsh thanked Ms. Nancy Richards and Ms. Ellen Driscoll for their help with this process. She explained that the second public hearing was well attended and provided them with the recommendation to reduce the population density and showed support for the school's technical program.  She went through the recommendations which were to: 
1. Enter into a ten year contract

2. Reduce the minimum acceptable population density from 20 homes perm mile to 15 homes per mile

3. Increase the annual operating grant from 3% to 5% 

4. Require Adelphia to add drops to all current and future public buildings

5. Retain the monthly senior citizen discount

6.  Retain a Plymouth based office. 
7.  Retain constant telephone support

8.  Free television service to all town buildings

9. Monitor channel integrity for transmission errors

10. Request that the access corporation be provided with the technology that allows them to control signal switching.

The Committee also recommended $275,000 for start up of a broadcast related training program at Plymouth South High School, i-net equipment for a not-to-exceed budget of $150,000, capital money package of $140,000 for the access corporation, and that 3.3% of the annual operating grant go to the access corporation and 1.7 to the schools.  

Mr. Schena stated that the Town enters into negotiations with Adelphia and then the Town delegates money to PAC TV to run basic service.  If something were to happen to PAC TV then the Board of Directors of Pac TV would distribute its assets to charitable organizations.  Since subscribers actually pay for the assets negotiated, he wants to see those revert back to the Town. 

Attorney Hewig explained that that can be done easily as it is the Board's license and they can put conditions on the funds in the license.  That money belongs to the community and PAC TV will have to change their articles if they want the money. 

Mr. Sylvia said that if the Board were to adopt all these items and recommendations then formal negotiations would start.  

On Mr. Schena's inquiry, Attorney Bill Hewig explained that a longer contract was more desirable because it allowed the Town to both be grandfathered in if licensing roles change and the Town can ask for more capital funds.  With all the changes afoot for the cable business, he always recommends a long contract.  He believes that where there is competition, the industry upgrades itself with technology, so people do not have to worry that a long contract will prevent upgrades.  For example, Adelphia upgraded to fiber optic trunk because it did not want to lose any subscribers.

Chairman Tavares asked for periodic updates after each negotiation session.  

On a motion by Ms. Loewenberg, seconded by Mr. Schena, the Board voted to authorize the entering into negotiations and include all the recommendations in the report plus Mr. Schena's suggestion that the funds resort back to the Town if the access corporation were to close. 5-0-0.

FY06 BUDGET DISCUSSION
Mr. Sylvia presented the FY07 budget in a power point presentation with Mr. Bruce Miller.

Mr. Malaguti complimented Mr. Sylvia on the budget and Mr. Schena agreed.  He spoke about the coping strategies for FY08 and how the funds could be distributed differently.  

Chairman Tavares thanked the School Committee for their cooperation in the budget process.

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Schena, the Board voted to adopt the FY07 budget.  Voted 5-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Schena moved that the Annual Town Meeting be moved from April 1, 2006 to Saturday, May 20, 2006 so that all involved would have substantially more time to review, debate, and deliberate the budget and there would be more time to determine state aid.  This date would also allow quite a few days after the election for new officials to review the information.  
OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS (continued)
Chairman Tavares hoped that if there was another charter review, changing town meeting to this later date would be considered.

Mr. Quintal stated that he had heard quite a bit of grief when they moved last year's town meeting and he could not support this.

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Schena, the Board voted to postpone Town Meeting until May 20, 2006.  4-0-1.

Ms. Loewenberg stated that she had received an email that proposed an amendment to Chapter 40B that would provide some balance for communities.  It is co-sponsored by Senator Mark Pacheco and she would like the Board to support it.  She would put together a recommendation and distribute it to staff and the Selectmen.

Mr. Tavares indicated that this should be placed on next week's docket. 

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Ms. Loewenberg, the Board voted to enter into Executive Session by roll call Mr. Quintal-yes, Malaguti-yes, Schena-yes, Loewenberg-yes, and Tavares-yes.
