Town Manager’s Report
Revere Copper and Brass – As an update to the Revere Copper and Brass project, Mr. Sylvia informed the Board that the Plymouth Redevelopment Authority had received final project funding and the Attorney General’s approval of the covenant not to sue.  With these two items resolved, the Redevelopment Authority can move forward with scheduling the closing.  Mr. Sylvia would forward the Board information regarding the closing date, time and location once they had been established. 

Governor’s Summit on Pandemic Preparedness – Health Director Susan Merrifield has been selected by her peers to represent Region 5 in the Governor’s Summit on Pandemic Preparedness.  This summit, scheduled for February 7, 2006 would include participation by Governor Romney, United State Secretary of Health and Human Services Michael Leavitt and leaders in the health care, public safety, business, education and government sectors.

The Region 5 Public Health Council mirrors the Homeland Security Region 5 Council.  Mr. Sylvia stated that Plymouth was fortunate to have representatives on both councils.

Grant – Mr. Sylvia also informed the Board that the Harbor Master’s Office had recently unveiled a regional training program for Incident Command Systems.  This training program, funded through a Homeland Security grant program, would provide training in the various levels of incident command for Plymouth employees as well as for other communities.  This program, which was developed in part through the Town’s Homeland Security Working Group, would provide free training to those who are required to participate in the ICS program.

Facility Master Plan Study – Mr. Sylvia announced that the Facility Master Plan Study Group would be conducting three public input sessions over the next three weeks.  The public input sessions had been scheduled as follows:

Selectman Schena moved to approve the above license and Selectman Quintal seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.
One Day Wine and Malt License
Sandy Pond Golf, Inc. d/b/a Atlantic Country Club is requesting a one day wine and malt license for Saturday, February 4th and Sunday, February 5th, 2006 from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. for the golf course operations.

Liquor liability is in place and professional bartenders will be serving the alcohol.
Selectman Schena moved to approve the above license and Selectman Quintal seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.
ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES

Lease Agreement – The Board voted to renew the Lease Agreement with the Nature Conservancy for an additional five year period commencing on March 1, 2006 and terminating on February 28, 2001.

Temporary Closing – The Board approved the request from Cabbyshack Restaurant to temporary close the facility from February 6th through March 2, 2006 to reopen on March 3, 2006. The closing is necessary in order for the owner to conduct some Spring cleaning and minor maintenance.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Margie Burgess, Chairman of Plymouth Sister City Committee, introduced the students and their group leaders who had visited Shichigahama last summer.  The students presented the Board with two gifts from them.  The first gift was a fan and the second gift was a hand carved bird of prey statuette.  

PUBLIC HEARING – TGI FRIDAYS

Mr. Al Dinapoli, counsel for the applicant explained that they were looking for an all alcohol license.  He explained that Ms. Denise Meyer would be the manager on record.  Chairman Tavares asked when the opening date would be and Mr. Dinapoli responded that they have scheduled an anticipated opening for mid to late April.  Selectman Schena moved to approve the license and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.

TOWN MEETING ARTICLES

ARTICLE 12: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate or transfer a sum of money to fund the Town Promotion Fund pursuant to Chapter 4 of the Acts of 1993, or take any other action relative thereto.

BOARD OF SELECTMEN

Lee Hartmann, explained the annual appropriations to the promotions fund.  Selectman Schena asked if we should give more to the fireworks fund as a Town.  Mr. Hartman explained that you couldn’t add to it because it was a dedicated fund; however he said that you could look at another line item for it.  Selectman Schena moved to recommend this article and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 3-0-1.  Chairman Tavares abstained from this vote as he was a member of the July Fourth Plymouth Inc.
ARTICLE 17A: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate or transfer from available funds, a sum of money to fund the transportation costs of out of district Agricultural Vocational students, or any action relative thereto.

SCHOOL COMMITTEE/BOARD OF SELECTMEN

Mr. Sylvia stated that this article was to be brought back this week with additional information contained in a memo provided by Mr. Gurek.  Selectman Schena moved to recommend this article and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 to be recommended.
ARTICLE 25: To see if the Town will vote to amend its Zoning Bylaw Section 205-9 (C) (2) (a) by deleting reference to the number of copies of applications, information, and plans to be filed with a Special Permit application as well as, associated definitions, procedures, and schedules, or take any other action relative thereto.  

PLANNING BOARD

Mr. Hartmann explained that the intent of this article amendment was to bring the Environmental Design Condition Special Permit plan requirements in line with the requirements for a standard Special Permit. 

Selectman Schena moved to recommend this article and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 to be recommended.
ARTICLE 29:   To see if the town will vote to amend its zoning bylaw as follows. By deleting from Section 205-23-K-(2) under “Use” and “Number of Spaces”, following the words “Food and beverage establishments” the words “or 1 space for each 50 square feet of gross floor area, whichever is greater”. or take any other action relative thereto.

BY PETITION:  Ed Angley, ET AL.

Mr. Hartmann explained that the intent of this article was to strike the excessive requirement of 1 parking space for each 50 square feet of gross floor area and retain the more realistic requirement of 1 parking space for each 3 seats.
Selectman Schena moved to recommend this article and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 to be recommended.
TOWN MEETING ARTICLES (continued)

ARTICLE 30:  To see if the Town will vote to amend sections 205-41 (Large Lot Residential (R-40)), Section 205-62 (Rural Density Development (RDD)), Table 5, and any other pertinent provision of the zoning bylaw, in order to enable RDD’s to be established in the R-40 District by special permit issued by the Planning Board, or take any other action relative thereto.

BY PETITION:  Peter Hale, ET AL.  

Mr. Hartmann explained that the intent of this article was to allow for the use of open space development bylaws in the Large Lot (R-40) Residential Zoning District.
Selectman Quintal asked if this was in North Plymouth and Mr. Hartmann responded in the negative and said it was in Cedarville.  Selectman Schena moved to recommend this article and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 3-1 to be recommended.  Selectman Quintal voted in opposition. 
40R CORDAGE PARK HEARING
Mr. Hartmann explained that the Planning Board applied and was subsequently awarded a state grant to consider the adoption of “smart growth zoning” (MGL Ch. 40R). The 40R process if feasible would allow the Town to receive additional benefits from the project.  Lee explained that the $50,000 grant would enable the Town to look at the feasibility of establishing Cordage Park as a smart growth district, evaluate Cordage Park as an area to receive development under the “Transfer of Development Rights” bylaw and develop a zoning overlay district for Town Meeting review and approval. Mr. Hartmann explained that we were looking for permission to file the 40R application only.  Mr. Ted Carson discussed the enormous crisis in this state regarding housing.  He explained this allows the community to have a high level of control over what’s getting built.
Selectman Schena asked Mr. Hartmann why the Town wouldn’t do this and also asked if other communities have received monies from this.  Mr. Hartmann said we could choose not to do this because of infrastructure access or traffic issues.  He said that no one else has received monies but that many other communities were looking at this. 

Chairman Tavares thought that this made a great deal of sense.   
Selectman Schena moved to recommend this and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 recommended. 
PARK MANAGEMENT PLAN
Mr. Sylvia explained that the Selectmen had charged the DPW to formulate strategies to deal with park management issues.  He explained that Mr. Crombie and Mr. Bubbins had worked with Town Counsel with this issue.  He explained that they also had specific recommendations for dealing with Morton Park during 4th of July as well.
Mr. Crombie explained that a committee was formed to assist in formulating a park management plan.  Mr. Crombie thanked Mr. Bubbins, Mr. Deblasio, Ms. Janet Young and former Conservation Commission member Frank Alsheimer. 
Mr. Crombie further explained that the package given to the Selectmen contained a copy of the Chapter 30 bylaw as it is today, a yellow copy of the bylaw with revisions in red, a listing of town parks and recommendations for Morton Park policy concerning the Fourth of July.
Mr. Crombie said that 99% of the people who come to our parks are well behaved and he doesn’t want that 99% violated by that 1% who weren’t. After a brief question and answer period, Mr. Crombie turned the microphone over to Mr. Bubbins for the specific review of the revisions. 
Mr. Bubbins explained that the revisions had been reviewed by Counsel and the precinct chairs.  Selectman Schena asked Mr. Bubbins to add the Board of Selectmen’s jurisdiction to section 30-17.  Selectman Loewenberg said that section 30-7

should be rewritten to say “no vehicles other than those owned by the property owner” shall be parked on private property on any Plymouth Beach without the consent of that property owner.
Selectman Schena moved the entire plan with the two corrections and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.

Executive Session – Selectman Schena made a motion to enter into executive session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, Paragraph 3 – collective bargaining and litigation.  Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 by roll call Quintal-yes, Schena-yes, Loewenberg-yes, and Tavares-yes.
