TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Sylvia introduced the Board to the new Assistant Town Manager, Melissa Arrighi.  Mr. Sylvia stated that he was excited about her arrival as she has the spirit, energy and intellect to succeed in this position.  Ms. Arrighi said she was excited to be here and very excited to start.  She gave a little information on her background as the assistant town administrator in Orleans.  The Board welcomed Ms. Arrighi and invited her to come up and meet each member of the Board. 

Mr. Sylvia announced that the Massachusetts Department of Housing and Community Development has informed the Town of Plymouth that it has been awarded $700,000 in CDAG funds for improvements to Memorial Hall.  These improvements include stage thrusts, acoustical shell & lighting, sound systems, HVAC in the Blue Room, Veterans rooms, and back stage, rigging and electrical, as well as ADA compliance access.  Mr. Sylvia also mentioned that the remaining $100,000 from the original request will be made available as part of the FY 06 grant budget cycle. Mr. Sylvia thanked Denis Hanks, Executive Director of the Plymouth Regional Economic Development Foundation, our legislative delegation, the Governor’s Office, the Executive Office of Administration and Finance and Department of Housing and Community Development for their efforts in securing this grant.  Mr. Sylvia explained that Lt. Governor Kerry Healey would be in Plymouth on December 17, 2004 to make the official grant award to the Town.

Selectman Lombard asked if the issue with Memorial Hall and the sun in windows there has been corrected.  He wanted to know if we could use this grant for that purpose.  Mr. Sylvia responded that we could not use this grant for that but he said that the Radisson has agreed to give us the drapes that they have used in the past for performances.

ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES

Ad Hoc Committee – The Board appointed Paul Proctor to the Ad Hoc Committee on Electric Power.  Mr. Proctor has been a licensed electrician for the past 33 years.  His term will end on 3/24/2005.

Minutes - The minutes of November 30, 2004 were approved on a motion from Vice Chairman Malaguti and a second from Selectman Schena.  Approved 4-0-1. Selectman Lombard abstained from the vote as he was not present at the meeting.

Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to approve all the Sunday Entertainment License Renewals, Comprehensive Entertainment License Renewals and all the Common Victualler License Renewals.  Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 approved.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Sean Dodson, Marshall for Veteran’s day parade and representing Plymouth Veteran’s Council, explained that the Town caused a tragedy of sorts in the replacement of Debbie Daley from the Veteran’s Department.   Mr. Dodson stated that Ms. Daley has created a modern and efficient system to service veteran’s office and that she developed automated system for Veteran’s Department.  He explained that she has earned the trust of veterans and surviving spouses.   Ms. Daley acted as a confidant with the Veteran’s.  They relied on her for support.  Mr. Dodson also stated that the Town violated the clerical contract where one is supposed to first post within department and then to other town employees. He stated that within department should begin first preference.  He stated that the Town didn’t go within department but went outside instead.  He explained that Ms. Daley’s only received glowing reports. 

Mr. Sylvia stated that he has to make decisions based on the provisions of the contract.  He evaluated the totality of issue based on the contract with staff.  The senior most qualified person was appointed based on the contract. In this case, he made appointment based on the interpretation of the contract.   

Mr. Eric Scharath spoke on behalf of the Veteran’s of Plymouth and in honor of Pearl Harbor Day asked if everyone would stand and salute the flag.  Eric Scharath, Chairman of the Plymouth Veteran’s Council, explained that the Plymouth Memorial Hall Building was dedicated to all Veterans. He stated that the contract with the past management company did not honor the provisions regarding hall of flags.  He asked that Mr. Sylvia make sure the next management company would honor this provision. 

MEMORIAL HALL  

Mr. Sylvia explained that the Radisson’s contract with the Town Regarding Memorial Hall ended on December 5, 2004.  He stated that he now had to develop a comprehensive transition/future operations plan heretofore.  

Mr. Sylvia explained that the plan had three sections:

1. Radisson Transition 

He explained that a walkthrough was conducted between the General Manager of the Radisson and himself on October 22, 2004 to identify those items that are to be remove from Memorial Hall that are property to the Radisson.  In addition, Town property that required repair was identified as well. 

2. Short Term Operation

Mr. Sylvia explained that the Town needed to develop an operation/management structure for the hall to accommodate the needs of the Hall.  He explained that the

Recreation Department and its staff and the Maintenance Division and its staff will provide for the management of special events.

3. Long Term Operation

Mr. Sylvia explained that the Town engaged a professional consultant to review existing conditions and propose long term solutions.  He stated that the consultant recommended that the Town contract with a non-profit organization and/or management company to coordinate professionally produced events and he stated that we would need to draft a Request for Proposal.  Mr. Sylvia explained that once the RFP process has been completed, a management/operations agreement would be negotiated and executed.

Mr. Sylvia also explained that the Veterans Council has made request to the Town relative to restricting use of the Hall of Flags, erecting doors to the veterans room alcoves and establishing access protocols for the Halls.  He explained that he would like to meet with them as the Selectmen’s designee.  The Board gave their approval.

Vice Chairman Malaguti asked Mr. Sylvia if we should we be establishing a designating an enterprise fund for this.  Mr. Miller said that a revolving fund would be more suitable.  

Selectman Lombard requested that Mr. Sylvia meet with the Council regarding their mission statement.  Mr. Lombard stated that it needed a lot of work to support what the hall is all about, the Veterans.

Selectman Quintal asked where the money comes from to operate a facility of this size.  He explained that people were happy with shows and would like to see them continue.  He hopes this will be affordable to taxpayers.

Chairman Tavares, on behalf of the Board, directed Mr. Sylvia to proceed with the Short and Long Term Goals as presented.

FY06 BUDGET GUIDELINES

Mark thanked all the staff involved for their work and countless hours in putting the budget guidelines together and Mr. Bruce Miller, Finance Director, made a presentation to the Board about the FY06 Budget Guidelines.

Mr. Sylvia explained that the FY 2006 operating budget focused on the short term and long term perspective, cost identification, the identification of core services and the preservation and increase of unused levy capacity.  Additionally Mr. Sylvia explained that we have to identify the potential expenditure of health insurance and pension costs. 

Bruce Miller, Finance Director, reviewed the budget in regards to Revenues, generated from taxes, local receipts, state aid and other sources.  He explained that the total anticipated receipts for fiscal year 2006 would be $134,930,302.26, taking into account a 1,000,000.00 decrease from the Edison payment, a fixed new growth amount, as well as an anticipated increase in local receipts of $837,841.00.  Additionally, Mr. Miller reviewed the expenditure side of the budget as well, including but not limited to, fixed costs and debt service.  He explained that there was an 
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increase of $725,207 in the Town’s departmental budgets and an overall 4,065,072.26 increase in the total budget. 

Mr. Miller concluded his presentation with a synopsis of some significant changes to Non-departmental operating budgets including, but not limited to, an increase of $1,000,000 to the BECO stabilization fund, a decrease of $250,000 to the overlay reserve, an increase of $575,702 for ERI pension expenses, an increase of $910,000 on member benefits for health insurance and a 662,790 increase in Chapter 90 expenditures which will be offset by Chapter 90 revenue.

Selectman Lombard asked Mr. Miller if not accounting for any new growth is being too conservative.  Mr. Miller said the FY06 new growth represents prior year’s new growth amount. And he doesn’t anticipate a spike in that new growth to occur until FY07.  He explained that we are doing this because of BECO and also because we didn’t want to get overly aggressive with the unused levy capacity.

Selectman Schena asked if it were true that we would not be using full 2 ½ right now.  Mr. Miller confirmed that it was correct.  Mr. Schena thanked Mr. Sylvia and Mr. Miller for taking time to answer his questions before this meeting as he explained he had many.  He explained that the town is doing what they need to prepare for fiscal year 2006.  Mr. Schena explained that there was a significant increase in debt due to last year’s early retirement incentive.  Among other things Mr. Schena explained that pension contributions and healthcare costs have increased to the tune of 15 million dollars.  Mr. Miller explained that were pulling the costs of the budget from the schools in order maintain budgeting control and improved cost containment.  Mr. Miller explained that it was better for planning and appropriation purposes. 

Chairman Tavares stated that he accepted the judgement of the Town Manager and the Department Heads he explained that there are a couple of issues that need to be raised.  The first was the school budget and the taxes that will have to be raised by the community. He explained that a joint meeting with School has to be done very soon.  Chairman Tavares also stated that we also needed to start looking at the assessing practices of this town and what is needed to update computer programs and assess mid-year.  He said we needed a complete review to make sure the assessments are all up to date.  He recommended that these two things should be included in the conversation over the split tax rate. 

Selectman Schena commented that he was pleasantly surprised to see that their budget book contained percentage increases and decreases for each department.  Also, Mr. Schena asked Mr. Miller to explain why the Beco stabilization fund is important to the community.  Mr. Miller said as the town loses 10 million dollars, the fund goes to the offset of that money.  He explained that the unused levy capacity wouldn’t be sufficient to offset that 10 million-dollar loss.

Vice Chairman Malaguti motioned to accept the budget as presented to Finance Committee in addition to the memorandum of December 7, 2004 with Article 8 revisions. 

Selectman Schena requested that the Board hold off on recommending the budget without speaking with the School Committee first.  He felt preliminary dialogue was needed with them. Vice Chairman Malaguti asked what the advantage of waiting was and that wee have always had the Town Side and School Side of the Budget.  Selectman Schena felt the impression of what we were saying was essentially that ‘this is your budget, take it or leave it.’   He explained that we didn’t know if this budget was going to be enough for the school.  He felt that waiting a week would allow the budget information to be shared.  Vice Chairman Malaguti responded that we have always formulated an allocation percentage for the schools and if we change theirs then 
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ours will have to change and we don’t want to have to layoff for Town services.  Mr. Malaguti felt that we should not deviate from the norm. 

Mr. Sylvia explained that we have worked closely with School Superintendent about this for these guidelines.  Chairman Tavares said we must begin this process as soon as possible felt we needed to go forward but still be open to change.  

Selectman Quintal felt that it would be beneficial to the Finance Committee if we got started right away.  Mr. Quintal asked if health insurance is removed from school, what happens when there is an increase.  Mr. Miller explained that the budget model has changed.  He explained that we took total receipts and backed up fixed costs so the Town would not be negatively impacted.  He responded that it was important to break out that component first.  Selectman Quintal asked Mark to find out the total enrollment number was for the schools.

Vice Chairman repeated his motion to move the process forward.  Selectman Quintal seconded. The Board voted 2-2 and Chairman Tavares abstained and explained that he would wait until Mr. Sylvia speaks with the schools to see when they can meet.  

OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS

Taxi Cab Regulations – Vice Chairman Malaguti brought up the subject of the Town’s taxicab regulations. He thinks that if we change regulations, then we need to alert all taxi companies.  Also, he stated that those regulations were worked through already.  He explained that if it is the intention of the Board to rewrite regulations, then all companies need to be notified.  If not, then Attorney Rosenberg needs to be notified.  Selectman Lombard stated that he didn’t attend that meeting that night but he watched it on cable and he thought it was a disciplinary hearing.  He commented that the Board dwelled on changing the rules rather than on the discipline.  Mr. Lombard thinks that people should not ignore the rules, just because they don’t agree with them.  Chairman Tavares commented that the Board never said there would not be discipline. He said the disciplinary hearing is still on for next week. Selectman Schena felt the disciplinary hearing should take place. 

Polling locations – Chairman Tavares commented about a letter being addressed to polling locations and the Disabilities Council.  Mr. Sylvia commented that all but one location, the Cedarville Fire Station, were in compliance.  Mr. Sylvia forwarded the correspondence to school superintendent.

Reinstatement – Chairman Tavares wanted to make sure a vote was not required to reinstate Mr. Bartlett on to the Conservation Committee.  Mr. Sylvia stated that a vote was not necessary because the Board did not accept his resignation. 

Holiday Decorations – Chairman Tavares thanked Selectman Quintal for holiday decorations at the Town Hall.  Mr. Tavares also mentioned that if Board wants to wear dungarees to next week’s meeting, then they can write a check to the children’s fund.  Mr. Tavares thanked everyone, staff and the Visitor Services Board, for their hard work with the decorations around Town.  

Habitat for Humanity – Chairman Tavares asked if any Board members could attend the meeting for Saturday at 1:00 o‘clock. 

Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to adjourn the meeting and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 adjourned.
