ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES

Conservation Restriction – The Board executed a Conservation Restriction and trail easement proposed for the 91 acres on Long Pond Road, CPA acquisition from Fall 2003 Town Meeting (Article 8).  The Restriction had been cleared by the Commonwealth Department of Review Division of Local Services.
