Selectman Schena moved the above Auto Dealer licenses and Selectman Lombard seconded.  Voted 3-0 approved.  Selectman Lombard asked if these dealers have given us their surety bond with the new law in place.  Mr. Sylvia explained that all of the issuances of these licenses are subject to the completion and submission of all forms, however he will check with the Licensing Secretary.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT

Mark Sylvia, Acting Town Manager, announced the appointment of Melissa Arrighi as the new Assistant Town Manager of the Town of Plymouth.  Ms. Arrighi is presently the Assistant Town Manager in Orleans.  Ms. Arrighi was selected as part of a process that included seventeen initial candidate interviews and seven second round candidate interviews.  The effective date of Ms. Arrighi’s appointment will be December 13, 2004 pending the expiration of the Selectmen’s fifteen-day veto period.  Mr. Sylvia thanked the department heads, the Town Manager’s Office and the Human Resources administrative staff for their assistance.

DESIGN REVIEW BOARD APPOINTMENT

Mr. Jon Nero, local contractor and resident, was appointed to the Design Review Board on a unanimous vote from the Board.  Mr. Nero was interested in lending his knowledge to his town and the community.

NATIONAL PARK PRESENTATION

Mark Sylvia, Acting Town Manager, explained that the Town has been researching the process on how to achieve National Park Status for quite some time.  He feels it would be of great benefit to the Town but there was still a lot to be done.  He asked the Board to see if they would endorse simply the researching of possibly obtaining this designation.

Denis Hanks, Director of Economic Development, explained the criteria for designation, the attributes that make Plymouth eligible, the designated Park Boundary as well as case study from the New Bedford Whaling Historical Park.

Mr. Hanks also demonstrated that before New Bedford’s National Park Status was obtained the tourism and visitor center registered approximately 9,000 visitors per year but just eight years later they now register 332,000 visitors per year.

Mr. Hanks explained that the proposed national park structure was to establish a hybrid Plymouth National Park similar to the New Bedford model.  Mr. Hanks also alluded to the fact that this National Park designation differs greatly from the early National Park designations that required the Federal Government to own the property.  He explained that Plymouth would establish a hybrid management partnership with the Park Service that allows shared use but private and Municipal control of the sites within the designated area.

Selectman Lombard asked what effect, if any, it would have on both zoning and the residents.  Mr. Hanks responded that there would be no effect on either.  Selectman Lombard also asked if this has to go to Town Meeting before it goes to our Congressman.  Mr. Sylvia responded

that this decision could be made by the Board as we are only asking the Board to allow us to research further as to the next steps in designation.  Vice Chairman Malaguti was concerned with parking and infrastructure in town.  Mr. Hanks responded that the Town is also moving forward in our parking management plan and the goal is to increase the spaces downtown to over 600.  Mr. Hanks will keep the Selectmen appraised of the progress.  

Vice Chairman made a motion to support further research on the National Park designation and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.

OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS

Warrant – Selectman Lombard stated that the warrant notice in the paper did not include the end date and it only gives people 11 days to gather information for the warrant.  He felt this was too tight a deadline.  Mr. Sylvia responded that in the future we could notify the public earlier.

40B Letter – Selectman Schena moved to accept the revised letter from Lee Hartmann, Director of Planning and Development, regarding the proposed 40B project on Wareham Road.  Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded the motion.  Voted 4-0 approved.

Letter – Vice Chairman Malaguti asked the Town Manager to look into the resolution from a resident of Oak Street regarding the windows at Memorial Hall.

Letter – Vice Chairman Malaguti also inquired about a letter from an Andover resident that he felt should go to the Police Department.  Mr. Sylvia informed the Board that it was forwarded to Chief Pomeroy and to the Town’s insurance carrier.

No Meeting – Chairman Tavares announced that there would be no meeting next week on November 23, 2004.

Thanksgiving Day Festivities – Chairman Tavares reminded all the residents of the free concert at Memorial Hall on November 19, 2004 as well as the Parade, the Chowder Fest and the Drum and Bugle Corp concert on November 20, 2004.

15-day Veto Period – Selectman Schena mentioned that he did not have an issue with waiving the 15-day Veto period for the new Assistant Town Manager. Selectman Lombard did not agree and also wanted to make sure we were not in violation with the charter in having a town manager on payroll until January while she is working for another town.  Mr. Sylvia responded that since her official start date is not until December 13, 2004, there would be no need to waive it.  Selectman Schena withdrew his motion.  

Executive Session – Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to go into exec session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, 
Paragraph 3 – litigation strategy and collective bargaining.  Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 4-0 by roll call Schena-yes, Lombard-yes, Malaguti-yes and Tavares-yes.
