MOMENT OF SILENCE

A moment of silence was observed for Mr. Ramo Bongiovanni who had passed away last week.  Mr. Bongiovanni was a long time member of the Housing Authority, a town meeting member and a retired clerk to the Plymouth Police.  The Board offered their sympathy to his family. 

The Board also extended their thoughts to the families of the tragic events of last weekend.

Sewer Hearing Appeal – Darden Restaurants d/b/a The Olive Garden
The Selectmen met as requested for an appeal for special consideration from Darden Restaurants d/b/a the Olive Garden in regards to the Town of Plymouth’s Revised Sewer Bank Policy effective August 24, 2004.

Mr. Sylvia explained that the Darden Restaurants dba were asking for a full refund of their sewer entrance permit.  He commented that according to the Sewer Bank Policy, they were entitled to a 25% refund only, therefore they were appearing before the Board for an appeal.
Mr. Crombie explained that back in 2004 the Selectmen passed the Sewer Bank Policy.  He explained that it allowed for a 25% refund only.  He explained that a letter was sent to them stating same and also that they could appeal their decision to the Board of Selectmen.  Mr. Crombie stated that there was a lot of debate when the policy went into place about businesses holding up sewer flow and therefore a policy had to be created.

Mr. William Cronin, Vice President of New England Development, said unfortunately a lease was never finalized with landlord where new issues arose and ultimately there was an impasse that no one could understand.  He explained that Olive Garden had no choice but to seek another location.  He explained that they may have found a location at Exit 7. He felt it was unfair for a landlord to be unjustly enriched.  He explained that they would be paying another entry fee if and when they hooked up at Exit 7.  

Vice Chairman Malaguti moved that we reimburse their fee in full, and Chairman Tavares seconded.  Mr. Malaguti stated that there were extenuating circumstances because of the landlord.  Selectman Quintal felt that a reimbursement would set a bad example and would not support a reimbursement in full but perhaps a transfer if they took the Exit 7 site or somewhere else in Plymouth.  Selectman Schena commented that he agreed with Mr. Quintal and would be interested in Mr. Quintal’s idea of a possible transfer.  He commented that the intent of the policy was to ensure our sewer flow was not tied up by other business for years.  He said that he would like a motion of some percentage of reimbursement or a credit against a new location.  He said it affects our credibility by sticking to the policy. Selectman Loewenberg said that she didn’t doubt the credibility of Mr. Cronin, but she stated that the Board did not know the extenuating circumstances behind the landlord and that they were unaware of the findings of fact in the agreement between Olive Garden and the

landlord.  Selectman Loewenberg said that giving a full refund could set a bad precedent.  Chairman Tavares said that the policy was created so that we would not tie up the gallonage.  He responded that there was no longer a wait and therefore the Town was not losing any money. He wanted to refund this money in full and then would like to re-examine the policy.   Chairman Tavares did not want to discourage businesses from coming here.  Selectman Schena said he did not want to be the police for good and bad business deals.  He explained that this was a business deal that went south and did not feel it should get 100% reimbursement.  He said that he would be willing transfer money if they settled within the bounds of the Town.  He said a lease agreement should have been laid out ahead of time.  After a little more discussion, the Board voted 3-2 in favor of a full refund.  Selectmen Schena and Quintal voted in opposition.   

Ms. Loewenberg stated that there needs to be clarification on this policy and Chairman Tavares asked the Town Manager to send this back to Counsel for clearer language. 

Committee Interviews
The Board interviewed candidates interested in serving on the following committees:

· Manomet Steering Committee – The Board appointed Christine Bancroft to the Committee. Selectman Schena made the motion and Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded.  Voted 5-0 appointed.

· Capital Outlay Expenditure Committee – The Board did not appoint Wallace Byron Adams to the Committee due to his lack of attendance. 

· Historic District Commission – The Board appointed Michael Tubin to the Commission. Selectman Schena made the motion and Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded.  Voted 5-0 appointed.

· Affordable Housing Committee – The Board appointed Marc Betti and Doris Johnson to the Committee.  Selectman Schena moved the motion and Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded.  Voted 5-0 appointed.

Property Classification Hearing
The Selectmen held a public hearing to decide whether they would adopt a split tax rate or continue to support a unified tax rate for the Town of Plymouth.

Chairman Tavares read the public notice and opened the hearing.  

Finance Director Bruce Miller gave a PowerPoint presentation on his recommendation for keeping a unified tax rate

Mr. Miller explained the purpose of the Hearing and gave an overview of key changes.  Mr. Miller further explained that in addition to the Selectmen deciding on property tax classification, they also could adopt exemptions and discounts on open space, residential exemptions and commercial exemptions as well. Mr. Miller explained that assuming a unified tax rate the rate would be set at $9.88 per thousand which reflected a decrease of 55 cents from the FY2005 rate.  He noted however that they average residential tax bill would increase as well as the average commercial tax bill.  Mr. Miller stated that property values have increased steadily since 2001.  

Mr. Miller noted that residential property accounts for 76% of the taxable property, so if the Board chose to split the rate, there would be an unfair burden put on the commercial property owners in that case.  He also stated that for FY06 there was 17,082 single family parcels as compared to only 693 commercial parcels.  Mr. Miller also gave some additional classification considerations like the Entergy agreement and the ramifications of changing to a split tax rate as well of the diversity of the tax base as stated earlier and the inability of the CIP tax base to absorb a shift.  He explained that in order to maintain a constant “average” tax bill of $3,222 for the residential classification, an 18% shift would be needed and the impact to the commercial classification would be too great. 

Property Classification Hearing (continued)

Mr. Miller thanked Director of Assessing Anne Dunn and the staff for compiling this information.  Board of Assessors Vice Chairman Mr. Robert Leonard said that based on Mr. Miller’s presentation, it was their recommendation that a single rate be maintained for the coming year. 

Chairman Tavares asked those who were in favor of a split tax rate to speak first.  Plymouth residents Mr. Robert Alford, Mr. Abe Von Goeler and Mr. Charles Checkly all spoke in favor of a split tax rate.  They cited reasons of financial hardship and the possibility of renegotiating the Entergy Agreement.  Mr. Checkly also said that the assessment policy needs to be re-evaluated because he stated the assessment was different for residents than for commercial property. 

Conversely, Mr. Jack Meehl from the Plymouth Area Chamber of Commerce, spoke out against a split tax rate.  He stated that only 6% of the total number of rate payers were the businesses in this town and they shouldn’t carry the burden of the tax rate.  Also Mr. Walter Morrison stated there would be serious hardships on the small businesses.  

Chairman Tavares then closed the hearing to the public and opened it up to the Board for discussion.

Vice Chairman Malaguti felt that it was short sighted to split the rate.  He also stated that we should not hinder business coming into the Town.  After a brief question and answer period from the Selectmen, Vice Chairman Malaguti motioned for a unified tax rate and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 approved.

Public Hearing – Central Transportation
The Selectmen held a public hearing to consider taking action against Central Transportation for its non-compliance with the Town of Plymouth’s Vehicle for Hire Regulations.

Mr. Sylvia reiterated some of the facts and explained the events that would take place in tonight’s hearing.

Town Counselor Greg Corbo stated that he was there on disciplinary action against Central Transportation.  He stated that they have shown a failure to comply with the town’s vehicle for hire regulations and have received several citations over the past year and a half.  He further explained that the incident on October 3, 2005 had been their fifth incident.  Mr. Corbo recommended revocation of their license.

Ms. Lisa Johnson, Administrative Assistant to the Town Manager, gave a brief synopsis with respect to Central Transportation.  Ms. Johnson cited the many violations and the results of same and also cited the occasions where she met with Mr. Gappa and further explained the difference between livery and taxi.  Mr. Corbo then asked Ms. Johnson if she felt that Mr. Gappa understood the difference and Ms. Johnson responded that she felt he did.   

Ms. Karen Gappa, Central Transportation, asked Ms. Johnson what prompted the changes to the regulations.  Ms. Johnson said that there was confusion as the regulations were very vague as well as the Town not being in compliance with the Registry of Motor Vehicles. 

Mr. Corbo called up Detective Butler to testify on the latest violation.  Detective Butler explained that on October 3, 2005 he secured a ride by calling a dispatcher at Central, and noticed that the license was not displayed and also stated that the fare was not announced prior to the trip.  Detective Butler said he also called the insurance company to get an understanding of livery versus taxi.  He stated that there was a significant difference between the number of passengers a taxi picks up and the insurance costs on taxis were a lot higher.  

Ms. Gappa asked Mr. Butler if she was cited on the plate on October 3, 2005 and Detective Butler responded that she was not cited on the plate because it wasn’t a chapter 90 violation with the registry.  He said she did not comply with the Town’s bylaws.  

Public Hearing – Central Transportation (continued)
Ms. Gappa then stated that they were a car service and that she didn’t understand why that was cut out entirely out of our regulations.  She said they had been acting the same way for 12 years. 

Mr. Corbo, gave closing arguments by reiterating the October 3, 2005 incident.  He said they have been knowingly and willingly disregarding the regulations since their change.  He also stated that these regulations were clear and comprehensive. He concluded with stating that the citations did not seem to be a deterrent for them. 

Ms. Gappa gave her closing arguments and asked the Board for special consideration and to think about the service they were about to disallow. She said revocation would be an injustice to the townspeople.  She also said she would be willing to work closely with the town’s staff on these regulations. 

Chairman Tavares asked that this hearing be continued for one week in order to define ‘car service’, as this is the first time he’s heard of this.  Ms. Johnson stated that she has the definition of a car service upstairs and that Central did not fit into the insurance company’s definition of that either because that service was supposed to be prearranged as well.

Selectmen Schena stated that he could not justify continuing the hearing and still respect the seat of Selectman.  He stated that there were laws for a reason.  Selectman Schena also stated that Ms. Gappa had never shown remorse and continued to break the law.  He also stated that she has had over a year to attempt to change the rules & regulations governing taxies. Mr. Schena felt that the Board had been more than fair in this case.  Selectman Schena motioned to revoke Central’s license effective immediately and Selectman Quintal seconded. Voted 5-0 revoked. 

Town Manager’s Report
Mr. Sylvia announced that the Plymouth Police Department had received a community-policing grant from the Massachusetts Executive Office for Public Safety in the amount of $100,000.  He stated that approximately $60,000 of these funds would be directed to walking patrols in the downtown/waterfront area.  The remaining funds would be used for the purchase of a radar trailer, continuation of the Cops in Shops program, maintenance of the Police Departments web-site and for the citizen’s police academy.

Mr. Sylvia thanked Chief Pomeroy for securing this grant as this was a reflection of the hard work of the employees.

Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to approve all license renewals and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 approved.

Selectman Schena asked staff to separate those establishments who may have issues.  Chairman Tavares responded that establishments with issues are singled out and considered separately.

ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES

Minutes – The Selectmen approved the minutes of November 8, 2005 and November 15, 2005 on a motion from Vice Chairman Malaguti and a second from Selectman Schena.  Voted 5-0 approved.

Municipal Hearing Officers – The Board voted to accept and participate in the Ticketing Process authorized by MGL Chapter 148A and the Board appointed Mark D. Sylvia and Melissa G. Arrighi as Municipal Hearing Officers.

Notice of Intent – The Board granted the applicant, Mr. William Shaw, permission to file the Notice of Intent application, which proposed work on Town Owned land located adjacent to Driftwood Lane.

OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS

Derelict Buildings – Vice Chairman Malaguti asked the Town Manager’s Office for a broader opinion on derelict buildings.  Mr. Sylvia responded that it was still being worked on and when finished he would give it to the Board.

Generator – Selectman Schena commented that he was glad to see the generator finally resting on the pad.

Thank you letters – Vice Chairman asked the Town Manager’s Office to compose a letter of thanks to the Thanksgiving Committee for the Parade, Concerts and all the events.  Mr. Tavares also asked the office to send thank you letters to all of the children who participated in the 1749 Court House Thanksgiving Ceremony.  

Traffic Lights – Chairman Tavares asked the Town Manager’s Office to take a look at the traffic lights at Court Street and Route 44.  He stated that the timing of the light does not allow pedestrians enough time to cross and also turn on right.  

Transfer Station – Vice Chairman Malaguti informed the Town Manager’s Office that the station was very icy and some citizens had fallen.  He stated that the failure was in SEMASS’s management.  

Parking – Vice Chairman Malaguti was concerned that certain subcontractors were parking their vehicles at the highway barn and that this could be a liability for the Town. 

Executive Session – Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to go into executive session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, Paragraphs 3 & 6, – contract negotiation, litigation and real property.  Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 by roll call Quintal-yes, Malaguti-yes, Schena-yes, Loewenberg-yes and Tavares-yes.
