LICENSES 

One Day Wine and Malt License

Selectman Schena moved to approve the above license and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 4-0 approved.

ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES

Minutes – The minutes of September 20, 2005 were approved on a motion from Selectman Schena and a second from Selectman Loewenberg. Voted 5-0 approved.  

19 Whitney Lane – The Board granted the applicant, Maria Troulis, permission to do work

Under the Emergency Request approved by the Conservation Commission on Town-owned land.

Hurricane Katrina – The Board granted permission on October 1, 2005 to Shauna Conrod and Rachel Post to set up a table in Brewster Gardens for the purpose of raising money for the Victims of Hurricane Katrina.  Park Superintendent Ted Bubbins had given his approval on the attached memo.

Plymouth Cultural Council – The Board removed Plymouth Cultural Council Members Imogene Washington and Deborah Betz from the Council.  Both members had missed more than 3 consecutive meetings and had not returned several messages from the Chairpersons.

Dog Removal – The dog, Toby, owned by L. McCarrick was ordered permanently removed from the Town of Plymouth.

ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES (continued)

Conservation Restriction – The Board signed the Conservation Restriction for the Ashley Holmes Acquisition, Article 10 of the 2003 Fall Annual Town Meeting.

Purchase and Sale – The Board signed the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the Joslin Property on Center Hill Road.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Chairman Tavares introduced Shauna Conrod and Rachel Post at the meeting.  Shauna explained that they wanted to ask permission to make items, like keychains, necklaces and bracelets to sell at Brewster Gardens for the victims of Hurricane Katrina.  

The Board thanked them for their efforts.

MEMORIALS POLICY COMMITTEE

Chairman Tavares explained that the committee was returning this week with their amendments to the policy previously presented to the Selectmen.  Vice Chairman Malaguti moved the policy with those amendments.

Selectman Schena asked Mr. Serkey why the committee chose to base their selections solely based on civic contribution.  Mr. Serkey explained that they wanted to make sure that monetary contributions would not be a basis for selection.  Selectman Schena asked what would happen if a different circumstance came up, other than a civic contribution, like the death of a child.   Mr. Serkey responded that that committee felt that the “civic” umbrella was wide enough for other circumstances. He further explained that the committee tried to focus on the contributions of a person prior to his death rather than the impact his death had on the community.  Selectman Loewenberg asked if it would it be possible to include in the language shall be based on contributions with “other than pecuniary” parenthetically phrased.  Mr. Serkey said it would be up to the Board.  Selectman Schena suggested that the language read something like “shall be based on the contributions of an individual and not based on the monetary contributions…”  Chairman Tavares asked Mr. Serkey to include that amendment in the policy and Selectman Schena moved it as amended.  Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded.  Voted 5-0 approved.

A.D. MAKEPEACE – PHASE I WAIVER REQUEST

Mr. Michael Hogan, President and CEO of A.D. Makepeace, made a presentation to the Board on the Wareham Road Mixed Use development, EOEA #13580.  

Mr. Hogan explained that A.D. Makepeace has owned land in Plymouth for over a century. He explained that presently they own 3600 acres in Plymouth in two areas, 1800 near the Agawam corridor and 1800 in frog foot area west of Myles Standish State Forest.  He explained that he has worked with Town Staff regarding some of the issues they raised and now they are asking for a Phase I Waiver approval for a small neighborhood of approximately 65 homes to do a demonstration project in that area.   He explained that they were adding to the green space by placing conservation restrictions on some of the land around the Phase I area. 

Ms. Judy Kohn, Planner for A.D. Makepeace, explained that they were just starting the state environmental review with MEPA and were here now to request a Phase I Waiver.  She explained that the 65 homes would have a nitrogen reducing septic system and a single source well instead of individuals wells. 

Mr. Sylvia explained that he had worked with A.D. Makepeace and had provided the Board with a memo on the highlights of their meetings and subsequent agreements.  He explained that A.D. Makepeace was very cooperative with the Town’s concerns.  Mr. Sylvia explained that he felt that the Town’s issues had been addressed and he felt confident that A.D. Makepeace would continue to work cooperatively with the Town. 

Selectman Loewenberg, excused herself from the discussion and the vote, as she was an abutter to the property off of Halfway Pond Road.  

Selectman Schena commented that he thought it was important to keep the community aware on what has taken place.  He explained that this project would be lain at the Board’s feet being that they were the water and sewer commissioners, as well as the decision makers for its infrastructure as well.  He said that it was a good first step and that he was looking forward to working with A.D. Makepeace. Vice Chairman Malaguti moved to approve the Town’s memo to MEPA and Selectman seconded.  Voted 4-0-1 approved.  Selectman Loewenberg abstained.

TOWN MEETING ARTICLES

ARTICLE 4: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money for the construction and/or repair and/or purchase and/or lease and/or replacement of departmental buildings and/or equipment and/or capital facilities and/or for feasibility and other types of studies as follows:

B. Fire Safing at PSMS

Mr. Bruce Miller, Finance Director, explained that they would like to earmark the entire amount of $111,328.50 for Fire Safing measures at Plymouth South Middle School via a simple transfer of one article to another.

After a brief explanation of the article, Selectman Schena made a motion to recommend this article and Vice Chairman Malaguti seconded.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended. 

ARTICLE 5: To see if the Town will vote to amend the vote under Article 9, A-3 of the 2005 Annual Town Meeting warrant to include the purpose of rebuilding additional pumps for the Fire Department, or take any other action relative thereto.

Mr. Miller explained that the Fire Chief has identified additional needs within the scope of the article and therefore we needed to ask that the scope of the article now include the rebuilding of additional pumps for the Fire Department

Vice Chairman Malaguti made a motion to recommend this article and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended. 

ARTICLE 15A: To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to GL c.59, §5, clause 41C, as amended by c.184, §51 of the Acts of 2002 to adjust the age eligibility seniors must meet in order to qualify for a senior tax exemption and increase the exemption amount or take any other action relative thereto.

Mr. Miller, Finance Director, explained that we were looking to change the age of eligibility from 70 to 65 years of age and also change the exemption from $500.00 to $1000.00. 

Vice Chairman Malaguti made a motion to recommend this article and Selectman Quintal seconded.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended. 

ARTICLE 15B: To see if the Town will vote, pursuant to GL c 59 §5, Clause 17D, as amended by c.181 of the Acts of 1995 to adjust the asset and exemption amount by the COLA or take any other action relative thereto.

Mr. Miller explained that they were looking to recommend an increase in the Cost of Living Adjustment by 100% and the asset base by 100%. 

Selectman Schena made a motion to recommend this article and Selectman Quintal seconded.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended. 

ARTICLE 19:  To see what action the Town will take pursuant to Chapter 173 of the Town By-Laws regarding the formation, reformation, organization, continuation or discharge of existing committees created by vote of Town Meeting.

TOWN MEETING ARTICLES (continued)

Chairman Malaguti moved to continue the Visitor Services Board for review in 2008.  Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended.

Chairman Malaguti moved to accept the name change of the Ad Hoc Energy Committee to the Plymouth Energy Committee.  Voted 5-0 to be recommended.

OLD BUSINESS/LETTERS/NEW BUSINESS

Speeding on 44 – Vice Chairman Malaguti asked if the Town could have a safety officer recommend a speed limit and signage along Route 44 across from the West Plymouth Square.  
Selectman Quintal motioned to adjourn and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 5-0 to adjourn.
