LICENSES & ADMINISTRATIVE NOTES
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Schena, the Board voted to authorize the Superintendent to submit a Statement of Interest Form to the Massachusetts School Building Authority.  The text of the vote was as follows (a copy of such will be certified by the Town Clerk and submitted):

Resolved:  Having convened in an open meeting on Monday, May 22, 2006, the Board of Selectmen of Plymouth in accordance with its charter, bylaws and ordinances, has voted to authorize the Superintendent to submit to the Massachusetts School Building Authority the Statement of Interest Form dated May 22, 2006  for the Plymouth North High School and Plymouth South High School at 41 Obery Street and 490 Long Pond Road respectively which describes and explains the following deficiencies and the priority category(s) for which an application may be submitted to the Massachusetts School Building Authority in the future:

(1.)    Replacement or renovation of a building which is structurally unsound or otherwise in a condition seriously jeopardizing the health and safety of school children, where no alternative exists, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the problem of the building envelope, the limited handicap accessibility, and the infrastructure needs at both schools). 

(2.)    Elimination of existing severe overcrowding, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the lack of sufficient classroom space and other space).

(3.)    Prevention of loss of accreditation, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the age of the boilers and lack of heating and ventilation control).

(4.)    Prevention of severe overcrowding expected to result from increased enrollments, which must be substantiated, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including excessive waiting lists for programs and the reduction of electives).

(5.)    Replacement, renovation or modernization of the heating system in any schoolhouse to increase energy conservation and decrease energy related costs in the schoolhouse, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the removal of asbestos and the replacement of controls).

(6.)    Short term enrollment growth, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the phenomena of students attending schools outside the district).

(7.)    Replacement or addition to obsolete buildings in order to provide a full range of programs consistent with state and approved local requirements, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; (including the lack of auditorium space and inadequate field and locker space). 

and hereby further specifically acknowledges that by submitting this Statement of Interest Form, the Massachusetts School Building Authority in no way guarantees the acceptance or the approval of an application, the awarding of a grant or any other funding commitment from the Massachusetts School Building Authority, or commits the Town to filing an application for funding with the Massachusetts School Building Authority.
