Call to Order

Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Town Manager’s Report

Agreement on Cable Revenue – Mr. Sylvia announced that the Town reached agreement on the allocation formula for the 5% of gross cable revenue provided by Comcast.  The Year One allocation of 3.3% (PACTV) / 1.7% (School Department) will be the total amount “guaranteed” over the initial five year period.  Any overage due to increases in gross cable revenue will be used for PEG programming at the discretion of the Board of Selectmen.  If the amount of gross cable revenue falls below the base set in year one, the PEG providers will receive their respective 3.3% / 1.7% allocation based on the amount provided by Comcast.  Each year, the groups will have to provide a budget and plan, and at the end of the five-year term, there will be a total review.  The Board of Selectmen reserves the right to adjust, amend or terminate the agreement as they deem appropriate.
On a motion by Selectmen Anthony Schena, seconded by Selectman Jean Loewenberg, the Board voted to approve the PACTV Cable Revenue Agreement as detailed in Town Manager Mark Sylvia’s report.  Voted 4-0, approved.

Revere Copper & Brass Brownfields Project – Mr. Sylvia informed the Board that the Redevelopment Authority recently completed their closeout of the Revere Copper & Brass Brownfields project.  The Town appropriated approximately $500,000.00 for the Redevelopment Authority to purchase the parcel, manage the cleanup of the site, and sell it for future development.  The Town’s investment in this property, through the Redevelopment Authority’s efforts, has resulted in a complete cleanup of a blighted and contaminated site that will now generate additional tax revenue for the Town.  

During the project, additional cleanup remediation and title issues occurred that were not anticipated.  As a result, the Redevelopment Authority’s repayment to the Town through the closeout procedures is approximately $100,000.00.  Mr. Sylvia noted, however, that the Redevelopment Authority has engaged counsel in an attempt to recover (through the Authority’s environmental liability insurance policy) additional funds for the Town.
Selectman Malaguti asked Redevelopment Authority Director Laura Schaefer for an estimate of what the Town may recover through the Authority’s environmental liability insurance.  Ms. Schaefer explained that the Town could potentially recoup an estimated $250,000 - $300,000.   While he was pleased with the Authority’s remediation of the Revere site, Selectman Malaguti noted that he would avoid future assumptions about the chances at 100% cost recovery in projects like these.
Tax Classification Hearing – Mr. Sylvia wanted to inform the public that the annual Tax Classification hearing date was posted incorrectly for December 12, 2006.  The Tax Classification hearing will be held at the December 5th, 2006 Board of Selectmen’s meeting at Town Hall.  Mr. Sylvia noted that this correction has been re-advertised in the Old Colony Memorial (December 2nd edition), posted on the home page of the Town website, and e-mailed to the Board’s list serve.

Administrative Notes

Minutes – On a motion from Selectmen Malaguti, seconded by Selectmen Loewenberg, the Board voted 4-0 to approved the minutes from the November 14, 2006 Selectmen’s Meeting.

Seasonal General On-Premise Liquor License Fee – The Board adopted a Seasonal General On-Premise Liquor License Fee of $950.  

Acceptance of Donation – The Board gave approval to the Town Harbormaster’s Office to accept a donation of two personal watercrafts (with trailer) offered by Mr. John Rehm.
Surplus Equipment – The Board declared five retired vehicles (as presented by Fire Chief James Pierson) as surplus equipment in order to facilitate their sale and removal from the repair yard.

Appointment - The Board appointed Nicole Rivers to the Memorials Advisory Committee.  Ms. Rivers was the only applicant for the vacancy on this committee.
Lobster Tales Cruises - The Board approved a request by Lobster Tales Cruises to expand their ticket booth on Plymouth Town Wharf. 
Parking Roundtable Designee – The Board designated Selectman Jean Loewenberg as the Board’s representative within the newly formed “Parking Roundtable.”

Public Comment

Patrick Ellis, precinct 13 Town Meeting Member, spoke in favor of waiting until the annual May election to fill the vacant seat on the Board of Selectmen.  Mr. Ellis stated his belief that a special election would not be worth the cost, considering the length of the special election process and its subsequent proximity to the annual May Election.
Public Hearing – Hatsuhana Japanese Restaurant
At 7:20 p.m., Chairman Quintal opened a Public Hearing to consider an application for a new annual all alcohol restaurant liquor license for Hatsuhana Japanese Restaurant, d/b/a Hatsuhana Japanese Restaurant, 6 Home Depot Drive, Casidy Lu, Manager. 

Casidy Lu, Manager, appeared before the Board with Fred Kelly, a representative who provided answers to the Board’s questions on Ms. Lu’s behalf.
Selectman Malaguti moved to approve the above license and Selectman Schena seconded.  Voted 4-0, approved.

Chairman Quintal officially closed the hearing at 7:25 p.m.
EPA Community-Wide Assessment Grant
Laura Schaefer, Director of Plymouth’s Redevelopment Authority, provided a presentation on a United States Department of Environmental Protection Brownfields Grant for which the Authority would like to apply.  Ms. Schaefer explained how this EPA community-wide assessment grant could benefit the Town in providing resources (potentially as much as $200,000) for the inventory, assessment, and remediation planning of brownfield sites within the Town.  Because this federal grant calls for extensive community involvement, Ms. Schaefer requested the support of several community partners, starting specifically with the Board of Selectmen.
On a motion by Selectmen Schena, seconded by Selectmen Loewenberg, the Board voted to support the Redevelopment Authority’s application for the EPA Brownfields Grant.  Voted 4-0, approved.
Ballot Summary – Paul & Helen Hapgood
Residents Paul and Helen Hapgood presented the Board with a proposal to place ballot summaries on binding and non-binding questions upon which the residents of Plymouth vote.  Mr. and Mrs. Hapgood explained their belief that ballot summaries would help voters more clearly understand the issues that require their votes.  It is the hope of Mr. and Mrs. Hapgood that ballot summaries will educate voters and encourage higher voter turnout. 
This proposed ballot summary by-law would require the approval of Town Meeting.  Mr. and Mrs. Hapgood provided each Board member with a binder containing research on the regulations, benefits, and challenges of ballot summaries.  Mrs. Hapgood explained that the biggest challenge of providing residents with ballot summaries is the cost of mailing them to households.  If, however, this proposed ballot summary by-law could be worded as such that the Board of Selectmen would have discretion over how the ballot summaries would be provided (i.e. posted on the Town website, rather than mailed), this challenge could be circumvented.  Mrs. Hapgood pointed out research done on the Town of Lancaster, where a ballot summary by-law similar to that which the Hapgoods have proposed has been adopted by residents.
Selectman Loewenberg stated her interest in the proposal, but noted that she would like to look further into the legal details of this proposed idea.  She made an observation that the ability to create a discretionary clause within the proposed by-law could ease questions about potential spending challenges. 

Selectman Schena echoed Selectman Loewenberg’s interest in the proposal but also noted his wish to further investigate the legalities of the proposal.    

The Board took no vote on this matter.
Special Election Options – Town Clerk  

Town Clerk Larry Pizer provided information on the Town’s options relevant to filling the current vacancy on the Board of Selectmen.
Mr. Pizer explained that Selectmen can only be appointed to serve through election by voters of the Town.  The Board cannot appoint a Selectman in circumstances in which a vacancy occurs, but the Board can call a special election through which voters can fill the vacant term.  In the event, however, that citizens put forth a petition meeting all relevant criteria to hold a special election, the Board of Selectmen is obliged to comply.  

Mr. Pizer noted that, at the absolute minimum, the special election process will require 64 days for completion.   He explained that, if the Board of Selectmen acted today and requested a special election, February 3, 2006 would be the earliest date on which the election could be held.  School vacations and Mr. Pizer’s absence for a February conference would push all other ideal dates for the special election into early March.

In answer to Selectman Schena’s questions, Mr. Pizer explained that the cost of the special election would be approximately $30,000 (for printed ballots, police details, etc.)  If a citizen petition for a special election was presented, the Board would schedule the election date at their discretion. 
Chairman Quintal stated that he was not in favor of holding a special election due to the cost and the available time frame.  He expressed his belief that the Board could operate sufficiently with four members on a temporary basis.
Selectman Malaguti offered his concerns about operating with a four-member board.   His first concern, he stated, was the possibility of deadlocked, two to two votes.  Second, he noted the increased likelihood of failure to reach a quorum.  Thirdly, he explained his concern that those citizens who initiated the recall petition could feel as if the Board is dragging its feet on the issue.   Selectman Malaguti expressed his support for calling a special election, noting that the Board has not gone without one member for such a long period of time.
Selectman Loewenberg agreed with Chairman Quintal, noting that she did not favor calling a special election.  She questioned whether potential candidates would be discouraged to run for the open seat, knowing there would be another subsequent election in May.  She recognized Selectman Malaguti’s concern for meeting quorum, but she expressed her belief that the frequency of not reaching a quorum would be minimal. 

Selectman Schena spoke in favor of waiting until the May election to fill the vacant seat.   Like Chairman Quintal, he noted the challenges of cost and available time frame as factors in his judgment. 
Chairman Quintal opened the floor for public comment on the matter.
Barry Meltzer, precinct 12 Town Meeting member, suggested the Board investigate instances where the Chairman could abstain from votes during the temporary Board vacancy in order to avoid deadlocked, tie votes.

Christine Reardon asked Selectmen if they have ever considered establishing an alternate Selectman seat.

In response to Ms. Reardon’s inquiry, Selectman Loewenberg and Selectman Schena noted that, while a good idea, alternate Selectmen seats are not provided for within the Town charter.  

Selectman Malaguti made a motion to vote on holding a special election to fill the vacated seat.  There was no second.
Old Business/Letters/New Business

Holiday Parking - Selectman Loewenberg inquired about the Plymouth Development Corporation’s position on relaxing parking fees for holiday season.  Mr. Sylvia noted that, since the Board appears to favor this idea, he will be discussing this matter with Tom Jaeger and Denis Hanks of the PDC.  
Shellfish Beds – Chairman Quintal inquired about the opening of Plymouth’s shellfish beds.  Assistant Town Manager Melissa Arrighi noted that she planned to speak to the Harbormaster on this issue and report back to the Board.
Permit Fees – Chairman Quintal raised the issue of setting permit fees.  He inquired if they could be increased at a set percentage each year, rather than held at a set price, only to be doubled when necessary.   With incremental fee increases, he suggested, cost recovery needs would be less likely to fall behind, and residents would not be saddled with doubled fees all at once.
Executive Session

On a motion by Selectman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Schena, the Board voted to enter into executive session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, Paragraph 3 (Litigation, Negotiation).  Voted 4-0: Malaguti – yes, Quintal – yes, Loewenberg – yes, and Schena – yes. 

Chairman Quintal stated that the Board would not return after Executive Session and wished viewers and attendees a good evening.
