Memorial Hall RFP - The Board endorsed the Request for Proposal (RFP) to solicit a management company for Memorial Hall.    

Minutes – On a motion from Selectman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Loewenberg, the Board voted 3-0 to approve the minutes from the November 21, 2006 Ceremonial Selectmen’s Meeting.

Center Hill Road Property - The Board approved the temporary borrowing of $3,150,000.00 with the lowest bidder, Eastern Bank, for property at Center Hill Road.
Public Comment

Chairman Quintal opened the meeting for public comment.  No residents came forward.  
Public Hearing – Camp Bournedale
Chairman Quintal opened a Public Hearing to consider an application for a new seasonal all alcohol general on premise liquor license from Camp Bournedale, Inc., 110 Valley Road, Darren Fabrizio, Manager.

Darren Fabrizio, Manager, appeared before the Board to provide information on Camp Bournedale’s license application.  Mr. Fabrizio explained his wish to enhance the utilization of the Camp’s 100 to 125 person capacity function facility.  
In response to Selectman Loewenberg’s inquiry, Mr. Fabrizio assured the Board that all Camp Bournedale function staff members are TIPS certified.  He also explained that free accommodations are made available at the Camp to function hall guests in order to further prevent drinking and driving. 
Chairman Quintal wanted to know if neighbors/abutters to the Camp have been disturbed by the use of the function hall.  Mr. Fabrizio assured the Board that there were no concerns, complaints, or problems within the past year.
Selectman David Malaguti made a motion to approve the above license and Selectman Loewenberg seconded.  Voted 3-0, approved.
Tax Classification Hearing
Chairman Quintal opened a Public Hearing to solicit public input on the issue of allocating the local property tax levy among the property classes for FY2007.  Anne Dunn from the Assessor’s Office provided a slide presentation outlining data relevant to making a decision on how to allocate the tax burden among the classes of property.  Jeanine Smith, Accounting Officer, was also on hand to provide information as needed. 
The classes of real property are: Class One – Residential, Class Two – Open Space, Class Three – Commercial, Class Four – Industrial, and the additional class of Personal Property.
Ms. Dunn’s presentation outlined: the purpose of the hearing; key changes; tax valuations by class; information on the average tax bill between fiscal years; information on the impact of shifting from a unified to a split tax rate; classification factors to consider before making a decision; and the recommendation of the Assessing Department to retain a single/unified tax rate.
Chairman Quintal opened the hearing for public input.

Resident Jack Meehl, representing the Chamber of Commerce, spoke in favor of a single/unified tax rate.  The Chamber’s goal, he noted, is to encourage commercial growth in Plymouth.  A multiple/split tax rate, Mr. Meehl said, would place an inordinate burden on businesses, therefore discouraging business growth. 
Matthew Glynn, resident and owner of Glynn Electric, spoke in favor of a single/unified tax rate.  He noted that, for residents, the benefits of the split tax rate (as outlined in the presentation) would be inconsequential as compared to the ‘hit’ that the business community would take.   The TIF he received from the Town, he said, helped to encourage him to locate his business here.  In turn, he said, here, he has given back to the community.   He expressed his concern that a multiple/split tax rate would send a discouraging message to the business community.  

Resident Robert Alford recommended that the Board consider a multiple/split tax rate.  He expressed his belief that the Town’s commercial base has benefited greatly from Plymouth’s enormous residential customer base, and many are benefiting further from TIF agreements—which, in his opinion, are like split tax rates in themselves.  Many businesses, he noted, came out in favor of the school override, and, thus, they should help share the burden.       

Abe Von Goeler, Cedarville resident, spoke in favor of a split tax rate.  He noted that from 1998 until the present, there has been a dramatic increase in the average residential tax, while the commercial share of the Town’s tax revenue spiked only once, in 2002 (most likely from the arrival of the ‘big-box’ stores).  He questioned the value assessments of commercial properties like the Shops at 5 and Entergy’s Pilgrim Nuclear Power Plant, wondering if this could be an explanation for the noticeable differences between residential and commercial revenues.  Mr. Von Goeler also asked that the information packets for the Tax Classification hearing be passed out two weeks in advance, so that residents have the opportunity to fully understand the data.  
Selectman Malaguti noted his support of a single/unified tax rate.  He expressed his belief that a multiple/split tax rate would be too burdensome on the business community to make a noticeable difference on residential tax bills.  He stated that he has always strived to encourage business growth in Plymouth; were he to support a split tax rate, it would contradict his long-time efforts to bring business to Plymouth.  He also noted that other towns give out TIF agreements, and Plymouth would have no way to compete if it did not offer the same.  

Selectman Loewenberg stated that she would not rule out the consideration of a split tax rate, but she echoed Selectmen Malaguti’s concerns that, at this time (with the current data available) a multiple/split tax rate would be too burdensome on the business community to make a noticeable difference on residential tax bills.   If, in the future, the numbers ever indicate differently, she will consider a split tax rate.  For now, however, she does not feel that there is enough compelling data to warrant a shift to a split tax rate. 
Chairman Quintal questioned whether the tax rate could be split in more than two ways, i.e. splitting the commercial class into appropriate grades.  Ms. Dunn answered that this was not possible.  Chairman Quintal then stated that, at this time, with the data that is available to him—and the data that has yet to be available to him due to unfinished negotiations with Entergy—he must support maintaining the unified/single tax rate.  
Selectman Malaguti made a motion to retain the single/unified tax rate, and Selectman Loewenberg seconded. Voted 3-0, approved.
Old Business/Letters/New Business

Old Business

Selectman Malaguti asked if the issue of easing parking enforcement in the downtown area during the Holiday Season had been resolved.  Selectman Loewenberg responded that she had made a plea to Plymouth Development Corporation President Tom Jaeger to take action quickly, as the Holidays are fast approaching.  The PDC has suspended enforcement after 5pm, but Selectman Loewenberg would like to see the PDC go further with easing enforcement on the few weekends left before the Holidays.  The Board reached consensus that a quick response from the PDC on this matter was imperative.

Chairman Quintal noted that Plymouth’s shellfish areas are now open, and he thanked Harbormaster Tim Routhier and Assistant Town Manager Melissa Arrighi for their work in getting this done.  He also thanked Town employees for their efforts in decorating the Town Hall for the Holidays.  

Letters
Selectman Malaguti read an excerpt from a letter from Barbara Mulvey-Welsh in which Ms. Mulvey-Welsh announced her resignation from the Cable Advisory Board.   In her letter, Ms. Mulvey-Welsh complimented Town Manager Mark Sylvia for his “tireless pursuit to make Plymouth great.”  
New Business
Selectman Loewenberg asked Mr. Sylvia to inquire with town counsel about resulting action when a tie vote has been reached. Mr. Sylvia noted that he would investigate this matter, but that he was fairly certain that in tie votes, no action is taken.  
Selectman Loewenberg asked Mr. Sylvia about joint meetings with other boards and committees.  Specifically, she asked if Superintendent Barry Haskell could be scheduled to speak with the Board of Selectmen and provide an update on the schools.  Mr. Sylvia noted that he would be meeting with the joint chairs on December 6, 2006 to go over the Facilities Master Plan, and that he would speak with Mr. Haskell about scheduling a meeting with the Board.  

Selectman Loewenberg reminded the Board and the audience of the Charter Commission meeting on December 7, 2006 in the Mayflower Room at Town Hall.  The Commission wishes to soliciting resident input and encourage a large turnout at this meeting.

Chairman Quintal spoke of attending an Anti-Defamation League meeting at which Governor-Elect Deval Patrick and U.S. Senator John Kerry were in attendance.  Chairman Quintal went to Boston for this event with No Place For Hate Committee Chair Barry Meltzer.  This, Chairman Quintal noted, was an example of how the Town’s dedicated committee members provide enrichment and diversity for the Board and the Town.

Chairman Quintal acknowledged the Board’s participation in “Jeans for Charity” for the evening’s meeting.  Each year, Selectmen pay $20 each to wear jeans to one of their meetings prior to the Holidays.  The money is then donated to the Children’s Community Fund, a Holiday assistance program administered by the Old Colony Memorial.

Executive Session

On a motion by Selectman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Loewenberg, the Board voted to enter into executive session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, Paragraph 3 (Litigation, Negotiation).  Voted 3-0: Malaguti – yes, Quintal – yes, Loewenberg – yes. 

Chairman Quintal informed the audience that the Board would not be returning after Executive Session and adjourned the public segment of the meeting.
