Call to Order
Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Swearing In Ceremony – Promotion to Fire Captain
Deputy Fire Chief Marty Enos provided the Board with some background information on Lieutenant Dean DelTorto, who was being promoted to Captain.  Town Clerk Laurence Pizer then swore in Captain DelTorto and the Board congratulated him on his promotion.

Town Manager's Report

Bethel A.M.E. Church - Assistant Town Manager Melissa Arrighi announced that, through the efforts of Lee Hartmann and the Historic Commission, the Bethel A.M.E. Church on Sever Street has been voted eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places by the State Review Board.   
Resignation – Ms. Arrighi informed the Board that Don Lincoln has resigned from the Veteran’s Office to accept a position with the Department of Veterans Affairs.   Ms. Arrighi recognized Mr. Lincoln for his dedication and commitment during his years in service to the Town.
Proclamation - The Board was asked by the president of the American Cancer Fund for Children to sign a proclamation recognizing January 2 through January 9, 2007 as Childhood Cancer Awareness Week in Plymouth.   The Board honored the request and signed the proclamation, calling upon all citizens to support the event by recognizing the courage and determination of children battling cancer and the work of the American Cancer Fund and Kids Cancer Connection on their behalf.  
New Ladder Truck – Ms. Arrighi spoke about the recent trip to Wisconsin taken by members of the fire department command staff and the chief master mechanic for a progress inspection on the new ladder truck.  Delivery of the truck, as well as two pumping engines, is anticipated in early January.
