Call to Order

Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 6:45 p.m.

Town Manager’s Report

Massachusetts School Building Authority Statements of Interest – Mr. Sylvia stated that there was only one item to discuss prior to Town Meeting.  The Plymouth Public Schools have been informed that the Massachusetts School Building Authority requires a statement of interest for each building project.  Although we submitted a statement of interest in May 2006, they have asked that we break our statement of interest into 2 separate documents, one for each high school project.    The statements of interest were approved by the School Committee on June 4, 2007 and, at this point, they simply require the Board’s approval.  

On the following motion by Selectman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Loewenberg, the Board voted and unanimously approved the Statement of Interest for Plymouth North High School: 
I move that, having convened in an open meeting on June 11, 2007, the  Plymouth Board of Selectmen, in accordance with its charter, by-laws, and ordinances, authorizes the Superintendent to submit to the Massachusetts School Building Authority the Statement of Interest dated June 4, 2007 for the Plymouth North High School located at 41 Obery Street, Plymouth, Massachusetts, 02360 which describes and explains the following deficiencies and the priority category(s) for which Plymouth North High School may be invited to apply to the Massachusetts School Building Authority in the future:
1. Replacement or renovation of a building which is structurally unsound or otherwise in a condition seriously jeopardizing the health and safety of school children, where no alternative exists, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

2. Elimination of existing severe overcrowding, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

3. Prevention of loss of accreditation, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

4. Prevention of severe overcrowding expected to result from increased enrollments, which must be substantiated, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

5. Replacement, renovation or modernization of the heating system in any schoolhouse to increase energy conservation and decrease energy related costs in the schoolhouse, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

6. Short term enrollment growth, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

7. Replacement or addition to obsolete buildings in order to provide a full range of programs consistent with state and approved local requirements, as determined in the judgment of the Authority; and hereby further specifically acknowledges that by submitting this Statement of Interest, the Massachusetts School Building Authority in no way guarantees the acceptance or the approval of an application, the awarding of a grant or any other funding commitment from the Massachusetts School Building Authority, or commits the Town of Plymouth to filing an application for funding with the Massachusetts School Building Authority.

I move that, having convened in an open meeting on June 11, 2007, the Plymouth Board of Selectmen, in accordance with its charter, by-laws, and ordinances, authorizes the Superintendent to submit to the Massachusetts School Building Authority the Statement of Interest dated June 4, 2007 for the Plymouth South High School located at 490 Long Pond Road, Plymouth, Massachusetts, 02360 which describes and explains the following deficiencies and the priority category(s) for which Plymouth South High School may be invited to apply to the Massachusetts School Building Authority in the future:
1. Replacement or renovation of a building which is structurally unsound or otherwise in a condition seriously jeopardizing the health and safety of school children, where no alternative exists, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

2. Elimination of existing severe overcrowding, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

3. Prevention of loss of accreditation, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

4. Prevention of severe overcrowding expected to result from increased enrollments, which must be substantiated, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;

5. Replacement, renovation or modernization of the heating system in any schoolhouse to increase energy conservation and decrease energy related costs in the schoolhouse, as determined in the judgment of the Authority;
