Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. 
June Special Town Meeting: Article 7
Town Manager Mark Sylvia requested that the Board of Selectmen take no action on Article 7 (legal fees related to 1,000 Acres).  On a motion by Selectman Tavares, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board voted to take no action on Article 7 of the June Special Town Meeting.  Voted 4-0-0, approved.

Plymouth County Advisory Board / Commissioners
Selectman Tavares informed the Board that the Plymouth County Advisory Board was meeting to take up the County Commissioners salary budget.  He indicated that the proposal was to reduce the Commissioners’ annual salary to the statutory minimum.

On a motion by Selectman Machado, seconded by Selectman Tavares, the Board voted to recommend the reduction of the Commissioners’ salaries.  Voted 3-1-0, with Selectman Mahoney casting the opposing vote.

Brief Updates and Adjournment of Meeting
Mr. Sylvia updated the Board of Selectmen on the Emergency Operations Center (“EOC”) grant received from Entergy in the amount of $500,000.   Mr. Sylvia also updated the Board on PAYT and potential state bond bill projects.
