Call to Order

Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. 

Licenses

One Day Wine & Malt

On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board approved a One Day Wine & Malt license for the Plymouth Antiquarian Society / Donna Curtin.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.

· Eel River Beach Club, 110 Warren Avenue, Lisa Mennonna, requested a One Day Wine & Malt License for a beer tasting event from 7:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. on August 16, 2008 to be held at the Beach Club.  Liquor Liability is in place and professional bartenders will serve the alcohol.

On a motion by Selectman Machado, seconded by Selectman Tavares, the Board approved a One Day Wine & Malt License for the Eel River Beach Club / Lisa Mennonna.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.

On a motion by Selectman Machado, seconded by Selectman Tavares, the Board approved four (4) One Day Wine & Malt Licenses for Village Vineyards / Randolph Morgan.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.

Administrative Notes

Meeting Minutes – On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Tavares, the Board approved the minutes of the April 15, 2008 Selectmen’s meeting.  Voted 4-0-1, approved, with an abstention by Selectman Mahoney, as he was not a member of the Board when this meeting took place.

Plymouth “Beach” Policy – The Board approved the Plymouth “Beach” Policy (relative to designated beach parking lot areas), effective immediately.  This policy has been reviewed and approved by the Town Manager.

Extension of Street Rights / P & B Railway Co. – The Board approved the extension of street rights to the Plymouth & Brockton Street Railway Company for additional roads in the Town of Plymouth to operate the America’s Hometown Shuttle. The additional roads are as follows:

· On Water Street, between Park Avenue and Nelson Street

· On Samoset Street, between Allerton Street and Plympton Road
“Fill-the-Boot” Fundraiser – The Board approved a request from the Plymouth Fire Fighters Local 1768 to conduct its annual “Fill-the-Boot” Fundraiser on Water Street (in front of Plymouth Rock) on July 25th and August 22nd, 2008 from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The proceeds raised through these fundraising efforts will benefit the Jerry Lewis Muscular Dystrophy Association.

Wild Animal Permit – The Board granted a Wild Animal Permit pursuant to Chapter 23, Article IV of the Town of Plymouth Bylaws to Jenna Goonan of 65 Ellisville Drive for her male Pit Bull mix. 

Year-End Transfers

Ms. Arrighi reviewed each of the sixteen requests for FY2008 End-of-Year appropriation transfers.  The total of the requests amounted to $389,954.43.  

During the explanation of the Solid Waste Enterprise fund transfer, Selectman Mahoney asked DPW Director Roger Hammond to explain publicly what would happen to residents who have not paid to use the transfer station by July 25th.  Mr. Hammond stated that non-criminal violations will be issued to those who use the station without having first paid to register their plate into the Town’s system.  Out of state plates, Mr. Hammond explained, also need to be added to the system or they will be ticketed.

The Board discussed water/sewer bills and the fact that some residents did not receive their last bill and were then charged a late fee and interest.  The Selectmen would like to know what the cost to the Town would be if they were to grant a one-time relief to these residents, and they asked that staff contact the Department of Revenue to apply for the authority to waive these late fees.   Selectman Machado noted that he would like to know what the average process time is from when a citizen submits a check to when the Town deposits it. 

On a motion by Selectmen Tavares, seconded by Vice Chairman Malaguti, the Board voted to approve the year-end appropriation transfers in the amount of $389,954.43, as presented.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.

Old Business / Letters / New Business

Old Business
Designee to Plymouth Rock Studios – Selectman Machado spoke about Chairman Quintal being the designee to Plymouth Rock Studios, with himself serving as alternate.   

Former 1620 Restaurant Property – Selectman Machado suggested that the Town contact the property owner of the former 1620 Restaurant building/parking lot to inquire if there would be any interest in selling this property to the town.  

Intersection of Federal Furnace and South Meadow Roads – Selectman Machado inquired about the progress the Parking and Traffic Task Force was making on the request to install a left-turn-only signal at the Intersection of Federal Furnace and South Meadow Roads.

Letters

SEMASS Contract Incentives – Selectman Mahoney referenced a letter from SEMASS to Environmental Technician Kerin McCall regarding incentives being offered to towns that renegotiate their waste disposal contracts now.   He suggested that the Board send a representative to learn about this incentive program, and he volunteered to be that designee.

New Business

40B Legislation – Selectman Mahoney asked that staff provide the neighbors from Shallow Pond Estates (who are opposing the 40B in their neighborhood) with any information on forthcoming 40B presentations and discussions.

Adjournment of Meeting

On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectmen Machado, the Board voted to adjourn the meeting at 6:50 p.m.   Voted 5-0-0, approved.
