Call to Order

Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.
Public Hearing: Change of Location for Annual Wine & Malt Restaurant License
As the license applicant did not appear for the scheduled hearing at 6:00 p.m. (On the Tee, LLC d/b/a On the Tee), Chairman Quintal moved on to the Licenses and Administrative Notes portion of the meeting, with the hope that the applicant would arrive prior to the end of the meeting.

On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board approved two (2) Vehicle for Hire (Vehicle) Permits (as outlined above) for TLC Quality Transportation, Inc.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.
Administrative Notes

Meeting Minutes – On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board approved the minutes from the July 29, 2008 Selectmen’s meeting.  

Town Manager’s Report

Household Hazardous Waste Collection – Assistant Town Manager Melissa Arrighi provided the Board with a detailed update on the Fall Household Hazardous Waste Collection event held on October 4, 2008.  The collection ran from 8:45 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the DPW Annex facility, she reported, and, during that time, the Town successfully accommodated 193 vehicles carrying a total of 234 “household equivalent” units of discarded products.  

MassDevelopment / 1,000 Acres – Ms. Arrighi reminded the Board of the agreements into which the Town and Plymouth Regional Economic Development Foundation entered with MassDevelopment relevant to consulting services on the potential development of the 1,000 Acres site.   Ms. Arrighi pointed the Board’s attention to correspondence that formally closes out the two agreements and provides that the parties have no further obligation to each other.  Part of this agreement, she explained, stipulated that the Town would be obligated to reimburse MassDevelopment for all costs for the second phase of activities if the site is sold, leased, or otherwise disposed of or developed within ten years of the date of the second letter agreement 

Public Comment

Chairman Quintal opened the meeting to public comment.  No citizens came forward to address the Board.

Old Business / Letters / New Business

Chairman Quintal inquired if his colleagues had any old business, letters, or new business to share.  There were no issues brought forward.
Executive Session

On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board of Selectmen voted to enter Executive Session pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 39, Section 23B, Paragraph 3 (litigation).  By roll call: Machado – yes, Malaguti – yes, Mahoney – yes, Tavares – yes, and Quintal – yes.

Return to Open Session

Chairman Quintal inquired if representatives for On the Tee had arrived for the hearing scheduled to consider a Change of Location for an Annual Wine & Malt License.  At that time, the license applicant still had not arrived.  Vice Chairman Malaguti made a motion to adjourn the meeting, and Selectman Machado seconded the motion.  

As the Board voted unanimously to adjourn its meeting at approximately 6:25 p.m., the license applicant arrived.  Seeing no objection from the members of the Board, Chairman Quintal reconvened the meeting to hold the scheduled hearing.

Public Hearing: Change of Location for Annual Wine & Malt Restaurant License
Chairman Quintal opened a public hearing to consider an application for a Change of Location for an Annual Wine & Malt Restaurant License from On the Tee, LLC d/b/a On the Tee, Russell Quigg, Manager, to relocate from 10 Cordage Park Circle #125 to 8 Natalie Way.   Notice of this hearing was given in accordance with Chapter 138 of the Massachusetts General Laws and those wishing to be heard on the matter were encouraged to attend.
Russell Quigg, owner of On the Tee, briefly discussed his reasons for moving from Cordage Park to a space adjacent to the JunglePlex on Natalie Way.  On the Tee’s hours will be different from those of the JunglePlex, he said, and while there is a door that connects On the Tee with the JunglePlex, the main entrance/exit to his establishment will be from the parking lot.  Mr. Quigg assured the Board that, like his previous operations at the Cordage location, no alcohol will leave the premises.

Chairman Quintal opened the hearing to public comment, whether for or against the Change of Location.  No one came forward to address the Board.   
On a motion by Selectman Tavares, seconded by Selectman Mahoney, the Board approved a Change of Location for On the Tee, LLC d/b/a On the Tee, Russell Quigg, Manager, to relocate from 10 Cordage Park Circle #125 to 8 Natalie Way.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.
