The Selectmen held a meeting on Tuesday, December 1, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall in the Mayflower Room.

Call to Order

Chairman Quintal called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. and held a moment of silence in honor and memory of Army Special Forces Staff Sergeant Matthew Pucino, a former Plymouth resident, who was recently killed while serving in Afghanistan.  Chairman Quintal then led the Pledge of Allegiance and convened the meeting. 

Town Manager’s Report

Fire Department – Acting Town Manager Melissa Arrighi reported that the Plymouth Fire Department will receive $174,225.00 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act grant funds (Federal stimulus money that was earmarked for Fire staffing) to bolster the department’s overtime budget.  The funds are subject to reporting requirements and may only be used for overtime for firefighters (not officers) to provide fire suppression, she noted.  
Planning Recognition – Ms. Arrighi announced that Planning Board member Malcolm MacGregor was chosen for a Citizen Planner of the Year award by the American Planning Association for his 34 years of distinguished service on Plymouth’s Planning Board and Conservation Commission.

Public Works Department – Ms. Arrighi was pleased to announce the appointment of Hector D. Castro to the position of Plymouth’s Director of Public Works.   Mr. Castro, she said, holds a Civil Engineering Degree from the University of Maryland and most recently served as the Utilities Director in Sunrise, Florida.  Ms. Arrighi further listed Mr. Castro’s qualifications and accolades, noting that he excels in the fields of water distribution and wastewater collection systems and has extensive experience overseeing wastewater treatment plants. 
Ms. Arrighi stated that Mr. Castro will begin his post as DPW Director on February 1, 2010.   David Gould, she noted, will continue to serve as the Acting DPW Director until that date.   According to the Town Charter, Ms. Arrighi explained, the Town Manager must first file a notice of intent with the Selectmen to appoint a Department Head.   The Board, she said, has three options:  (1) the Board can do nothing and Mr. Castro’s appointment will remain; (2) the Board can veto the appointment with four votes; or (3) the Board can waive the waiting period.

U.S. Senate and Meals Tax Referendum Elections – Ms. Arrighi announced that the Joint Committee on Election Laws has reported favorably on the Act Authorizing the Town of Plymouth to Conduct a Referendum Election on January 19, 2010.   She thanked Representative deMacedo for his assistance with this matter and invited the Town Clerk to address the Board regarding the upcoming Special Election.

Town Clerk Laurence Pizer explained that holding the referendum election (for the petitioned repeal of the Town Meeting-enacted increase to the Meals Tax) on the same day as the Special Election (to fill the vacant U.S. Senate seat) will save the Town over $20,000 in election costs.   The Town Charter, he said, specifies that the Selectmen and Town Clerk must agree as to those dates/times during which the Town will hold an election, and he asked the Board to consider his proposal to hold two simultaneous elections on January 19, 2010 from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. 
On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Mahoney, the Board voted to hold two simultaneous elections—one for the U.S. Senate seat and one for the Meals Tax referendum question—on January 19, 2010 from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.   Voted 5-0-0, approved.

Spooner Alley License for Entry – The Board approved and executed a License Agreement between the Town of Plymouth and Brian Whitfield, 28 Middle Street, pertaining to entry and license to a certain parcel of Town-owned land known as Spooner Alley that runs between Lot 61 and Lot 62 on Assessor’s Map 20.

Permission to Place Sign on Town Property – The Board approved the request from the Ponds of Plymouth Recreational Trust Fund to place a sign (denoting the “Pine Hollow at the Ponds of Plymouth” development) at the corner of Long Pond Road and Lunn’s Way on Town-owned property (Parcel ID 113-000-029-003), subject to the execution of a license agreement between the Town and the petitioner.

Shellfishing Regulations – The Board approved the Town of Plymouth 2010 General Shellfishing Regulations, as presented and recommended by the Harbormaster.  

Vending Rights for Christmas Event – The Board granted exclusive vending rights to Kiwanis Club of Plymouth for the Christmas in Historic Plymouth event to be held on December 4, 2009.

Recreation Gift & Donation Account – The Board established a DPW Recreation Department Special Needs Programming Gift & Donation Account and authorized the Recreation Director to expend funds from this account. 

Acceptance of Gift – The Board accepted, with gratitude, a gift of $5,000 from the Edwin Phillips Foundation, to be used for the DPW Recreation Department’s Special Needs Programming.

Appointment to 400th Anniversary Committee – The Board added one (1) seat to the 400th Anniversary Celebration Committee and appointed Ellie Donovan, Director of the Plimoth Plantation, to this additional seat.  Note: appointments to this committee are permanent until the member chooses to resign or is removed by the Board of Selectmen.

Public Comment

Chairman Quintal opened the meeting to public comment.  No citizens came forward to address the Board.
Public Hearing: Tax Classification
Anne Dunn, Director of Assessing, provided a presentation on the Town’s Property Tax Classification during which she covered the following topics:

· An overview of key changes to the Town’s tax rate and valuations between FY2009 and FY2010
· Data on property valuation based on the different property classes in Plymouth 

· The percentages by which each class makes up the Town’s total property valuations

· Residential and commercial data spanning back to fiscal year 2006, including average tax bills, average valuations, and the number of property parcels

· Classification considerations, including the Entergy agreement; the diversity of the tax base; the ability of the commercial base to absorb a shift to a split tax rate; and the long-term perspective on whether to maintain a split rate or fluctuate between single and split rates    

Ms. Dunn explained that the purpose of the annual classification hearing is to adopt the Town’s tax policy by allocating or classifying the tax levy among property types.   In order for the Town to discuss and set the FY2010 tax rate, she said, the Board of Selectmen must first decide whether the Town will continue to maintain a single/unified tax rate or change to a multiple/split tax rate.  A split tax rate, she explained, would set different rates between the property classes—essentially between residential and commercial properties—while the Town’s current unified tax rate implements the same rate for all of the property classes.

Ms. Dunn discussed the changes in overall tax valuations in 2009 and displayed visual examples of what would be considered the average single family home, in terms of assessed value.   She noted that, in order to maintain the same average single family tax bill (i.e. no increase from 2009 to 2010), the Town would need to shift 10% of the tax burden to the commercial sector.   Ms. Dunn offered the Finance Department’s recommendation that the Board maintain a single/unified tax rate, based on three factors:
· It is unlikely that the Town’s commercial tax base could absorb a tax shift/increase of such magnitude required to provide any substantial relief to residential taxpayers

· One of the principles of shifting the tax burden is that it should be done with a long-term perspective; if the Town chooses to adopt a split rate, it should be part of a long-term financial plan and should not be changed.

· A shift to a split tax rate could trigger a clause contingency within the Entergy PILOT, potentially allowing Entergy to seek release from the agreement

At the close of the presentation, Chairman Quintal opened the hearing to comment or questions from the Board.  

Selectman Machado made note that the tax rate changes provided in the presentation do not reflect the override approved by voters for the Plymouth North High School and Council on Aging construction projects.  Selectman Hallisey turned the discussion to the 1.5 % Community Preservation surcharge tax (“CPA”) enacted by voters in 2003 and questioned whether it would be worthwhile to eliminate it, for the sake of the taxpayers.   Selectman Machado suggested that the elimination of the CPA tax might help to offset the increase that will result from the override.   Ms. Arrighi explained that the debt exclusion override for the school and senior center will not appear in tax bills until next year.  Vice Chairman Malaguti noted that, if the Board sponsors an article for the 2010 Spring Town Meeting—and it passes—it would not go to the voters until May 2011, unless the Town holds a special election.  
Vice Chairman Malaguti made a motion to include two articles on the Town Meeting warrant for (1) the elimination or (2) the reduction of the CPA tax.  Selectman Machado seconded the motion.  
The Board discussed the motion.  Vice Chairman Malaguti mentioned that he has always supported the CPA tax, but the State has reduced its previous 100% reimbursement of Community Preservation expenditures to 30%.  Selectman Mahoney argued that the 30% reimbursement is still free money towards the preservation of open space, which, he said, helps to keep development and taxes in check.  Selectman Machado recommended that the voters be allowed to decide whether to maintain the CPA tax.   

The motion remained on the floor while Chairman Quintal opened the discussion to public comment.

Robert Alford discussed his opinions of the Entergy PILOT agreement and how, he believes, the Town is not getting its fair share of taxes from the Pilgrim Nuclear Power Station.   He provided examples of other communities with split tax rates and urged the Board to consider a split tax rate for Plymouth.

Vice Chairman Malaguti contended that the Town’s ability to garner the same tax revenue from the Pilgrim Station was significantly handicapped by deregulation, which eliminated the personal property value of the facility.   He discussed the recent PILOT agreement and the clauses that protect the Town, noting that Plymouth was able to attain the highest nuclear power plant valuation in the entire country through its successful negotiations.    

Ric Cone spoke to the proposal to repeal the CPA.   He expressed his support for the benefits of the Community Preservation Act, and he suggested that the Board hold public hearings to discuss the proposal to repeal the CPA tax before sending an article to Town Meeting.

Chairman Quintal called for a vote on the motion to place two articles on the Town Meeting warrant for (1) the elimination or (2) the reduction of the CPA tax.  The Board voted 4-1-0 in favor, with Selectman Mahoney casting the opposing vote.

Returning to the subject of the Town’s Property Tax Classification, Vice Chairman Malaguti made a motion to maintain a single / unified tax rate.  Selectman Machado seconded the motion, and the Board voted unanimously in favor.  Voted 5-0-0, approved. 

Public Hearing: Cancellation of Liquor Licenses
Chairman Quintal opened a public hearing to consider the cancellation of the alcoholic beverage licenses held by Croma USA – Plymouth LLC d/b/a Croma, 160 Colony Place, holder of an Annual All Alcohol Restaurant Liquor License; and Stoneforge Plymouth, Inc. d/b/a Stoneforge Steakhouse and Raw Bar, 140 Warren Avenue, holder of an Annual All Alcohol Restaurant Liquor License.  Notice of this hearing was given in accordance with Chapter 138 of the Massachusetts General Laws and those wishing to be heard on the matter were encouraged to attend.
Chairman Quintal explained that, because Croma and Stoneforge failed to relinquish their liquor licenses when their respective restaurants ceased to operate, the Board must hold a public hearing to officially cancel the licenses.   After the hearing was scheduled and advertised, he noted, Stoneforge officially relinquished its license, but, to-date, however, Croma has made no contact with the Selectmen’s Office.

Chairman Quintal asked if a representative of Croma was present at the meeting to address the license matter.  No one came forth.  Chairman Quintal then opened the hearing to public comment.   Again, no one came forth to address the Board.  Seeing no further comments or questions from the public or the Board, Chairman Quintal closed the hearing and called for a vote.

On a motion by Vice Chairman Malaguti, seconded by Selectman Machado, the Board voted to cancel the Annual All Alcohol Restaurant Liquor License held by Croma USA – Plymouth LLC d/b/a Croma.  Voted 5-0-0, approved.
Public Hearing: Addition of Underground Fuel Storage

Chairman Quintal opened a public hearing to consider an application from Cumberland Farms, Inc., 150-152 Samoset Street, to add 8,000 gallons of Underground Storage (Diesel) to its already existing 24,000 gallons of Underground Storage (Gasoline), bringing the total amount of Underground Storage to 32,000 gallons.  Notice of this hearing was given in accordance with Chapter 148 of the Massachusetts general Laws, and those wishing to be heard on the matter were encouraged to attend.  

Chairman Quintal noted receipt of the petitioner’s second request to continue the hearing to December 15, 2009.    No objections were made to the continuation.
Old Business / Letters / New Business

Old Business

Condition of Standish Avenue – Vice Chairman Malaguti expressed frustration about the condition of Standish Avenue.   The reconstruction project—now spanning almost two years—has taken too long, he said, and it is too late in the season to properly pave the roadway.  He asked if the DPW could use an infrared machine to soften the pavement enough to re-grade the surface temporarily, until the project can be properly completed in the Spring.

Selectman Hallisey agreed with Vice Chairman Malaguti, and he asked if time limits can be imposed on these types of projects, to ensure that they do not drag on at the inconvenience of citizens.  Ms. Arrighi explained that the DPW encountered several unexpected but significant drainage problems that have delayed the final paving of the roadway. 
Solid Waste and Energy Updates – Chairman Quintal requested updates from the Solid Waste Advisory Committee and Energy Committee at an upcoming meeting.  

New Business

Liquor and Entertainment Licensing – Vice Chairman Malaguti invited downtown resident and business owner Ric Cone to address the Board regarding licensing.  Mr. Cone expressed concern regarding the granting of entertainment licenses to downtown restaurant and bar establishments.  Many business owners, he said, come before the Board for their licensing with the promise/claim that they plan to create and maintain a “family atmosphere,” but the resulting establishment’s environment is far from that description.  The downtown can become very noisy during the weekends, Mr. Cone said, from the crowds of restaurant/bar patrons and the noise from amplified music.   He urged the Board to carefully screen requests for entertainment licenses to help bring balance (between commercial and residential interests) back to the downtown.  
Discussion ensued between Mr. Cone and members of the Board regarding the process of approving entertainment licenses and the various requirements for license hearings.   Chairman Quintal and Vice Chairman Malaguti explained that the State’s Alcoholic Beverage Control Commission (“ABCC”) has the ultimate say on the approval or denial of liquor licenses.   Enforcement is the key, Vice Chairman Malaguti said, as establishments can change and grow in unanticipated ways.  Selectman Hallisey stated his belief that business establishments should be given the opportunity to apply for and receive entertainment permits without being punished for the bad behavior of others.   Mr. Cone stated that the Town Manager’s Office has always been helpful regarding these matters, and he noted that he will continue to bring any issues forth as they arise. 
Financial Screening for Large Projects – Selectman Machado noted a proposed warrant article given to him by a taxpayer which seeks to establish a requirement of financial records for any requests to permit real estate projects totaling more than $1 million.  Projects of such a large scale require significant work hours from staff, he said, and the Town may want to ensure that time is not wasted on projects that are not financeable.

Ms. Arrighi explained that a petitioned article for Town Meeting must be brought forth with signatures from registered voters, unless the Board chooses to sponsor the article itself.   Chairman Quintal suggested that the Board speak with Lee Hartmann, Director of Planning & Development, prior to making any decision on this proposal.

Adjournment of Meeting

On a motion by Selectman Mahoney, seconded by Vice Chairman Malaguti, the Board voted to adjourn its meeting at approximately 8:40 p.m.   Voted 5-0-0, approved.
