Chairman Ferrara told the Board members that the minutes were done a little bit differently this
month because they incorporate notes that he took during the Strategic Planning Session. Chairman
Ferrara also told the Board that his notes are not necessarily in chronological order. The notes are
arranged together by subject. Board member James Taylor said that while Chairman Ferrara’s notes
were very helpful, he suggested that only the transcript portion of the notes be posted to the website.
Board Counsel Justin Miller said if the matter was discussed in an open forum, perhaps an attachment
could be provided. Board member James Taylor said the intent is not to hide anything, copies will
certainly be available if anyone should request them and the recording will be on the website. The
format, having the attachment included might be a little confusing for anyone who was not at the
meeting.

On the motion of Board member Neil Pagano, which was seconded by Board member Richard
Cuddy, the minutes of the April meeting and Chairman’s notes were approved. It was also decided that
the minutes would be published on the website without the Chairman’s notes.

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Old Business

Chairman Ferrara told the Board that AGD North Pearl still has not closed. They are doing work
at the site, (clearing the lot) and have paid the density bonus. In communication with David Mann,
Chairman Ferrara was told that what they are doing now doesn’t require a substantial amount of
purchases that qualify for Sales Tax Exemption.

New Business

Chairman Ferrara said that tonight they were supposed to discuss the Administrative Director’s
contract. He said that he would like to discuss it when Mr. Steers is present, (Mr. Steers was not in the
room at the time) and the expiration date is the end of May. While looking at his contract Chairman
Ferrara said he would like to also look at the way the Board is structured for governance. The Board has
an unusual situation because the Board must meet in July and August and it is difficult to get a quorum
in those months. August we meet because of our peculiar year end where we discuss the audit and
financials, PARIS Report etc. and July is our annual reorganization. Chairman Ferrara suggested moving
the date of the annual reorganization to the September meeting and extending the Administrative
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Director’s contract to coincide with that date. This would be beneficial because whenever there is a
change in leadership, the process would be more orderly governance process. After a brief discussion
the Board was in favor of changing the annual reorg to September and the expiration of the
Administrative Director contract to the end of October. All officers and subcommittee members will be
extended for another 60 days. Treasurer Leonie Douglas told the Board that the auditors will be here in
July and provide a report in August. Chairman Ferrara reminded the Board of a previous conversation he
had with the auditors indicating that the audit report must be provided on a timely basis.

When Administrative Director Chris Steers entered the meeting, the matter was summarized
and Mr. Steers was asked for feedback regarding his contract. Mr. Steers said that he was looking for a
360 of sorts wherein the Board members could provide feedback on what he was doing well, not so
well, and/or the direction he should be moving in. Mr. Steers said that a lot of the things that he has
been working on are currently in a holding pattern until completion of the Strategic planning process. He
said he has some ideas about the direction he believes the Board should be moving in however it may
not be the direction the Board wants to go. Mr. Steers said that he thinks that the Board should build up
its bank before going out soliciting individual who may need our services, particularly targeting sales tax
exemption and mortgage tax relief and, we could build a bank and then use the money to do something
else in the future. The Board as a whole may not be on the same page with respect to that strategy?? As
far as the administrative aspect of things Mr. Steers said he feels he has been doing all of the things he
has been expected to do. There is also a lot of behind the scene activities that help everything to flow
nicely. Mr. Steers said he had a meeting with Chairman Ferrara and they went over the list of duties
sand asked questions and received feedback on the tasks. One of the current tasks underway is
document retention both digitally and in the IDA File room located in the Planning Department.

The discussion was opened for Board members to give feedback on Mr. Steers’ performance
and the extension of his contract. Board members unanimously gave positive feedback with regard to
Mr. Steer’s performance.

On the motion of Board member Richard Cuddy, which was seconded by Vice Chairman Neil
Pagano, the Administrative Director’s contract was extended from May 31, 2015 to October 31, 2015

ROLL CALL
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On the motion of Board member John Hiensch, which was seconded by Board member Richard
Cuddy, the annual reorganization date along with all of the sub committees, was extended 60 days from
July 2015 to September 2015.
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Chairman Ferrara extended a welcome to the newest member of the Board, Dan Brakewood.
Mr. Brakewood was provided with a welcome notebook and san Economic Development Handbook that
was provided by Harris Beach.

Chairman Ferrara said that they had taken care of everything on the agenda and it was time to
go into part two of the strategic planning session. Chairman Ferrara said that in review everything that
was said last month is pretty much in the notes that the Board received with the minutes. The most
important part of it is the meeting of the mind section where we agreed that we would be most
effective if we avoid politics and political decisions. We will leave building to the BOT and the IDA will
address obstacles, specifically transportation obstacles and parking. The Board’s focus will not
necessarily be limited to that but can start with that for the time being. The Board can use its power to
leverage its assets and income to apply for grants and use the full power of its authority.

Chairman Ferrara informed new Board member Daniel Brakewood that there is an ABO fiduciary
statement that members must sign. Mr. Ferrara reminded the Board members that the statement
asserts that the Board members primary responsibility is to basically act in the best interest of the
authority in its dealings with the public. The policy reaffirms the duties of each of the Board members. In
addition Chairman Ferrara along with Board Counsel Justin Miller have been discussing how in
narrowing the Boards focus it might be a good time to revisit the mission statement. Chairman Ferrara
and Counsel Justin Miller have been working with the mission statement to include some of the words
that are necessary and are getting to the point that they would like to publish something for the Board
for comment at the next meeting and potential adoption. Chairman Ferrara said it would probably be a
good idea for everyone to sign the fiduciary obligation along with Mr. Brakewood.

Chairman Ferrara asked the Board if they had any questions or comments about what
transpired at last month’s meeting. Vice Chairman Neil Pagano said that it might be a good idea for
Chairman Ferrara to do a brief recap and alluded that the Meeting of the Minds section of the
comments pretty much captures everything. At this point Chairman Ferrara turned the meeting over to
Administrative Director Christopher Steers.
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Mr. Steers began by saying last month we focused on the moving obstacles, leveraging what we
can do as the IDA, transportation issues, parking etc. Mr. Steers said what needs to happen this evening
is to bat around those ideas some more and think about how those strategies can be turned into

something that is sound and implementable.

Chris Gomez Planning Director prepared a visual presentation which was from a regional context
based on Mr. Steers and Mr. Nolan’s comments about our ability to leverage funds, the municipal
center, Fox Island, The Waterfront, and United Hospital etc. and how it dovetails with the existing
comprehensive plan. A power point presentation was given by Mr. Gomez’ which included the following

After Mr. Gomez’ presentation the meeting was turned over to Professor Nolan.

Professor Nolan said that he looked back at his notes from some of the earlier
discussions (dated early January) and the idea at the beginning was to determine if is it
possible to bring IDA forward with some type of consensus around the mission/goals and
responsibilities and tools needed to accomplish those goals. Professor Nolan said he was
impressed with last months meeting, the discussions were very robust and when he received
the Chairman’s notes and read the last line “the entire room is animated at the above and in
broad agreement that this is an excellent avenue forward”, so all we have left to do is to
confirm that this is an excellent path forward because the Board really did discuss a lot at the
last meeting. Since that Time Justin Chris and Frank have had discussions about the meeting
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and realize that there are a lot of different approaches that IDA’s can take to conduct business.
Professor Nolan said what he thinks came out of the discussion was this is not a political body,
this is not a policy setting body, and the Board of Trustees is decides the zoning and it adopted
the Comprehensive Plan. The Comprehensive Plan has goals and objectives and has a lot of
detail. The BOT adopts the zoning ordinances and changes the zoning ordinances and the
Planning Commission decides what conditions should be imposed. There are some negotiations
around bonus densities, zoning and how much cash should be put on the table by the
developers and where that cash should go and those are all decisions that are not driven by the
IDA in general. Those decisions are brought to the table when the developers come here. IDA’s
get pretty much involved and get proactive and work with the developer to determine what
type of Financial assistance can be given to the developer and then leaves it up to the
developer to go back to the BOT and get the zoning that is needed and back the IDA for the
financing that is needed. What was concluded at the last meeting was that you don’t want to
be that kind of Board; you want to be a Board that lets the BOT and the Planning Commission
do its work, make decisions about growth and development and then look at where you might
help if needed. Professor Nolan said he thought it was a great transition to have Chris give you
his horizontal lines about what the market is asking of the Village, what the Villages policies are
generating and where there’s some development that’s coming on line, which is the fruit of the
Comprehensive Plan.

What we are here to do is to take a look at what “this” is. Perhaps go over the last page
of the Chairman’s notes. At the last meeting Board member Jim Taylor reminded us that there
are some barriers. We know that there are also some issues around transportation and
connectivity. The role of the IDA might be to get ahead of some of those barriers, do a
transportation study, and try to think through how to get the kind of connectivity that we’ve all
been talking about. Professor Nolan said that what the Board figured out from its las session.
From his perspective it that what agreeable to the Board, that can become your mission, your
tools and techniques, you sign your fiduciary statements that’s what you’re agreeing to carry
out, and when projects come to you, there is a clearer perspective on what you are doing. A
starting point might be to look at the Chairman’s comments on page 7 and making some
decisions on how you might carry out this barrier removal role. The Consolidated Funding
Application (CFA) is out we have the priorities of the State’s $800,000,000. Looking at the
programs that fund transportation studies they do emphasize job growth and economic
development tax base increase. They are very much focused on these things and it is hard to
get money on an abstract study, you really have to know what you are trying to connect. It is
the BOT’s responsibility to figure out where the Board wants to grow and where those spots are
in the community and if you’re going to apply for funding, determine the areas and how that
connectivity should look and ways to prevent the congestion. (Parking, how to cut down on
vehicle trips, etc.)

Chairman Ferrara said that CFA transportation studies are difficult as a standalone, what
if it were linked to other things in the Village, Retail D, United Hospital etc.? Planning Director
Chris Gomez said there are ways that the study can be linked to development in the Village, the
staff would look through the application and look at ways to link the transportation study.
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A major area of concern expressed by Board Members is the traffic on Abendroth Avenue. The
traffic from Mill Street onto Abendroth Avenue to Westchester Avenue at Waterfront Place at
Costco is horrendous. The Costco shopping area is a major source of congestion and the traffic
travels right past Retail D. A brief informal discussion was held talking about the various traffic
concerns along Abendroth Avenue

Board member James Taylor suggested that we use some of the G&S money that we have now
to fund the initial study. Recognizing that it cannot be a generic study, the Board has identified
5 sites, we do an RFP for a consultant to study Fox Island, United Hospital, Downtown, to tell
us when they are most congested during the day, what are the physical constraints to widening
the roads, etc.

Professor Nolan suggested that we instruct staff to come back at the next meeting with a
program to expend up to a dollar amount of money to do exactly what you are talking about.
Either in the context of a connected study of a CFA program once the analyzation is complete or
the generic standalone traffic study. The consultant should look at the comprehensive plan and
look at what the BOT has approved and is likely to approve and be sure the study is focused on
those things that are going to happen because that is where the jobs are going to be. A
recommendation could be then made as to whether to spend money short term or use the
money as leverage to a CFA transportation/traffic study. July 31 is the submission deadline for
the CFA.

On the motion of Board Member James Taylor, which was seconded by Board Member
Dennis Pilla IDA would provide support for the CFA process via the Planning Department for the
