	K. Leblanc asked if there could be a 6 month breakdown of the payroll for next month’s meeting. (Copy available at office)
 Submitted into record (copy available at office)
D. Greenbaum informed the Board that there is a hearing at North East Housing Court at 9am Feb 9th on 117 Lafayette Street, about using city recourses for a civil matter. He told the Board his presents is not required but asked for their opinion. The Board agreed that he does not need to be at the hearing unless subpoenaed to court. 

There was a brief discussion about the Mall Flu clinic in November and why the numbers were so low. D. Greenbaum & T. Giarla agreed that the low turn out was do to the fact that the pharmacies are now giving them out as early as August. Dr. Poremba says that on of her nursing students that was helping at the clinic said that the clinic was in a bad location. (copy available at office)
Councilor Furey shared with the Board that he went to The North Shore Tobacco Free Coalition Seminar. One of the topics at the seminar was a bill that supports The Massachusetts Housing Authority to set aside 20% of housing to be smoke free. Councilor Furey asked if the Board would be interested in writing a letter, either as a Board or individually, to Rep. Keenan and Sen. Berry about supporting this new house bill #1243. (Copy of paper handed to board members available in office)
Helen Sides, Shawn O’Conner Contractor & Shawn Clark of Waters & Brown were present.
Helen Sides introduced herself to the Board and briefly stated that it would be in the cities best interest if the Board were to except the EPA guidelines for lead paint removal.

Shawn Clark introduced himself to the Board and explained why the Board should be aware of the new EPA & the Division of Occupational Safety (DOS) regulations. He explained that the EPA is requiring all painters to take a lead certification class called, Renovating Repairing and Painting (RRP), as of October 2010. He compared the dangers of lead dust while hand scraping and how the dangers are almost eliminated by using a HEPA filter attachments to an electric sander. Also that power sanding is allowed in compliance with CFR 75. Waters & Brown brought in CCI to certify 120 contractors. By request of M. Fair, S. Clark went into detail of how a job site should be properly maintained.
M. Fair also asked - What Gov agency has to be notified of a painter removal site?

S Clark responded – EPA
Shawn O’Conner addressed the Board by saying he would also like to see the Salem Board of Health adopt the EPA or DOS regulations. He suggested that a painter/contractors DOS or EPA Lic. # is added to the permit & that if they don’t have one a permit will not be allowed. He also suggested that there be a greater fined if they do not pull a permit and are not licensed.
M. Fair - Motioned to take this under advisement for the next meeting. 2nd 4
