PUBLIC HEARINGS 

DEP TITLE 5 AFTER THE FACT VARIANCE REQUEST 15 MILLER ST, NYLES ZAGER PE -OUTBACK ENGINEERING – CHRISTOPHER DANIEL.

Per 310 15.211 (Minimum Setback Distances) variance to allow an existing septic tank within the required 50’ setback of a private water supply well.  The septic tank was installed 47’ from the existing water supply well.  
The owner of the property was not notified of the public hearing.

Mr. Christopher Daniel and Mr. Nyles Zager of Outback Engineering were present.  When septic system was installed the septic tank was moved and the abutters well is now non compliant with Title 5.  The owner of the property was not aware of this situation and does not want to assume any liability.  Mr. Daniel would like to have the septic system as per the plan approved by the Board of Health. 

The Board would like a letter sent to the installer to have the tank moved as per the approved plan.  

MR JAMES FURTADO 33 ELEANOR DRIVE, SEEKONK, MA – 2011 ANNUAL DISPOSAL BILL.


Mr. Furtado wishes to speak to the Board regarding his 2011 annual disposal bill.

Mr. Furtado was present and due to personal issues he did not submit the annual disposal bill for the fiscal year 2011.  Mr. Furtado did apply for the dumpster permit on time.
