



April 23, 2008

The Stonington Board of Selectmen held a meeting at 7:00 p.m. on this date at the Stonington Police Station.  Present were First Selectman Edward Haberek Jr., Selectman Bill Brown and Selectman Peter Balestracci.  Also present member of the public and press. 

Call to order
Mr. Haberek called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

Approval of minutes

A motion was made by Mr. Brown to approve the minutes of the April 9, 2008 meeting as presented.  Mr. Balestracci seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

Comments of the Public

Vinnie Faulise asked about the status of the Condo projects within the Town.  Mr. Haberek mentioned that this was an item on the agenda but addressed Mr. Faulise’ specific questions; the Mechanic Street project is moving forward; Stillman Avenue may not happen due to Brownfield Revitalization funding issues and he added that Liberty Crossing has the permits to proceed.
Presentation of the SHS Boy’s Basketball Team citation
Members of the High School Basketball team received the citation in recognition of a wonderful season that led to the ECC Semi-Final and Division M Boy’s Semi-Final, pictures were taken with the Selectmen.
Appointments/Reappointments

a. Design Review Committee – Mr. Haberek reported that he is pleased that they have received 8 resumes and letters of interest for the Architectural Design Review Advisory Committee.  He asked the members if they felt it would be best to interview these applicants.  Members agreed and interviews will be scheduled for the next meeting.

b. Recreation Commission – Letter of interest received from Joseph B. McKernan, Jr.  regarding the open position on the Recreation commission.  Mr. Brown made a motion to appoint Mr. McKernan to the Recreation Commission.  Mr. Balestracci seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.

New Business
a. Child Nutrition Program – Mr. Balestracci made a motion to authorize the signature of the First Selectman on the Authorized Signature Change Form for the CT. State Department of Education Bureau of Health/Nutrition.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and voting was unanimous. 

b. Neighbor Day – Mr. Haberek addressed the letter from the Town of Westerly inviting the Town of Stonington to attend a public celebration of Neighbor Day to be held Sunday, May, 18, 2008. Mr. Balestracci made a motion to join the celebration of Neighbor Day.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

c. Road Acceptance-Lamb’s Way – A letter from William Haase, Planning Director recommending that the Board accept Lamb’s Way into the Town’s system of public streets.  Mr. Haberek commented that the Roadway Acceptance checklist has been completed.  Mr. Brown made a motion to accept Lamb’s Way into the Town’s system of public streets.  Mr. Balestracci seconded and voting was unanimous.
d. Permit Fee waiver – Letter from La Grua Foundation, a Stonington-based not-for-profit requesting a waiver of the usual permit fees associated with building projects.  The Foundation plans to renovate the interior of the foundry at Stonington Commons into a large meeting room with small support spaces.  Mr. Balestracci made a motion to approve the waiver of permit fees for the LaGrua Foundation.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.
e. Memorandum from George Sylvestre, Dir. Of Admin. Services regarding a grant extension for the design work for the extension to the Town Dock South Pier.  

Be it resolved, that it is in the best interests of the Town of 

Stonington to enter into contracts with the Connecticut Department of 
Environmental Protection. 



In furtherance of this resolution, the First Selectman is duly authorized to enter into and sign said contracts on behalf of theTown of Stonington for a project entitled “Town Pier Expansion” STEAP 2004-05.  The First Selectman is further authorized to provide such additional information and execute such other documents as may be required by the state or federal government in connection with said contracts and execute any amendments, rescissions, and revisions thereto.
RESOLVED that the TOWN OF STONINGTON hereby adopts as its policy the nondiscrimination agreement and warranties required under Conn. Gen. Stat. 4a-60(a)(1) and 4a-60a(a)(1), as amended in State of Connecticut Public Ave 07-245 and sections 9(a)(1) and 10(a)(1) of Public Act 07-142. 

The resolution was approved by three votes in favor and zero votes opposed.
